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EVOLVING MUSEUMS IN THE 21ST CENTURY: SHARED IDEAS
Jordana Pomeroy
Currier Museum of Art, Manchester, New Hampshire (USA)

Abstract. This paper explores how museums in North America have adapted to sweeping
social, economic, and environmental changes in recent years. Using findings from a survey
conducted in 2022 by the Association of Art Museum Directors (AAMD) and a survey conducted
by the American Alliance of Museums (AAM), this paper identifies key leadership priorities that
may be relevant to museums worldwide. The author, Director of the Currier Museum of Art
(CMA), a 100-year-old art museum in New England, lends ideas based on recent institutional
strategic planning. The paper is intended to offer ideas based on some practices in North American
museums and how such practices might be implemented through strategic planning, leadership
recruitment, community wellness programming, and investment in infrastructure. The goal is to
create cooperation among museums globally, sharing successful solutions to shared evolving
challenges.

Materials and methods of the research. This paper draws upon data to present a picture of
evolving museum practices in North America, particularly the United States. Core data sets include
the AAMD Survey from 2022 conducted by ITHAKA S+R and the Annual Museum-Goers Data
Survey conducted by the AAM. These surveys highlight shifts in strategy, leadership, and public
engagement across a range of museum sizes and geographies.

In addition to secondary data analysis, the paper integrates insights from the Currier
Museum of Art’s current strategic planning initiatives (2025). These include internal planning
documents, meeting strategic outcomes, community stakeholder surveys, and crisis management
planning following a major facilities disruption in December 2024.

The methodology centers around thematic synthesis across six areas: governance and
leadership, programming and interpretation, staffing and equity, digital readiness, marketing &
communication, and financial strategy. Examples are analyzed not as prescriptive models but as
adaptable strategies that can resonate across varied institutional and cultural contexts.

This approach acknowledges that museum ecosystems differ globally, not only in
governance and funding structures but also in community expectations, regional history, and
operational scale. The analysis is therefore deliberately comparative, aiming to translate practices
across settings with sensitivity to local conditions.

Introduction. Museums in Transition.

Museums today are dynamic hubs for community dialogue, learning, and engagement. In
2007, the writer and journalist Adam Gopnik wrote a foresighted article “The Mindful Museum,” in
which he identifies museums as places that should be self-aware of their functions and embrace the
idea of reinvention. Mindfulness in the context of a museum allows for institutional relevance
where we “grasp human time as something that belongs to us, and as something that is outside us, at
once social and, in a way, sacred”. [Gopnik, The Walrus, June 12, 2007]. The COVID-19
pandemic, along with our reliance on digital platforms, transformed how museums define their role,
exploring new ways to reach audiences. In the U.S. the focus on social and racial equity motivated
museum leaders to reassess their institutions’ roles in advancing inclusion. [Sweeney & Dressel,
2022: 5] Inclusion in museums has many complex facets that must be an ongoing aspect of strategic
planning and operations. The Art Museum Director Survey [Sweeney & Dressel, 2022] captures
this shift. Understanding how change has been managed elsewhere provides a toolkit that could be
tailored to Kazakhstan’s specific institutional, economic, and cultural realities.

Results and discussion. Leadership in U.S. Museums.

Museum leadership in the U.S. takes many forms but assumes a typical hierarchy, with the
Director at the top, supported by senior departmental staff and overseen by a fiduciary board. The
board has financial oversight of the museum, monitoring the institution’s investments, approving
budgets, and garnering financial contributions. Some museums divide directorial responsibility
between a Director and Chief Executive Officer, with the former leading the artistic vision of the
museum and the latter steering the museum’s economic sustainability. Large-budget museums often
work with executive search firms to appoint directors. These recruiters are customarily paid a
percentage of the selected director’s first year salary for identifying leaders with experience in
fundraising, change management, DEAI (diversity, equity, accessibility, inclusion), and community
engagement. Recruiting processes can take more than a year and involve multiple interviews with
trustees, museum leaders, and community members. Recruiters work with a museum’s search
committee to develop a position summary and candidate profile defining key priorities and desired
outcomes for a new leader, an array of expertise in different areas of leadership, demonstrated track



records of fundraising and successful management, and subject matter expertise. Small to mid-size
museums recruit through channels such as the AAM’s online and offline publications. [Wilkening,
2024]. In recent years, museums have expanded opportunities to advance underrepresented groups,
as well as that whose background and community knowledge lend value to the institution. Burnout
and appropriate compensation challenge U.S. institutions, as do the high demands placed on
museum directors for operational fundraising and public relations. [Sweeney & Dressel, 2022: 10]

Building Digital Capacity

Post-Covid, U.S. museums emphasize adaptability and digital readiness. Digital engagement
was a lifeline during the pandemic. U.S. museums broadened access through virtual tours, online
exhibitions, and open educational resources. By prioritizing mobile platforms, training staff in
media production, and partnering with educational networks, U.S. museums have expanded their
reach globally. For its new app, the CMA turned to Bloomberg Philanthropies which aims to
broaden access to art and cultural institutions worldwide. Bloomberg offers online training and
guidance, in addition to marketing support, as part of its philanthropic efforts to create a global art
and culture network (figure 1).

Equity as a Strategic Commitment

Equity in art museums extends far beyond hiring practices or the diversification of
collections. To be equitable, a museum must reflect its community by thinking laterally across
staffing, governance, programming, visitor experience, and community partnerships. In recent
years, many U.S. art museums have begun to implement DEAI as a core strategic priority. Rather
than relegating equity to a single department or role, they are integrating it into hiring and retention
policies, board recruitment, exhibition planning, label writing, and audience outreach. For example,
transparent pay structures and salary bands promote internal equity but also draw attention.
Museum boards, historically unrepresentative of their public, are increasingly setting term limits,
revising nominating processes, and actively recruiting trustees who reflect a wider range of
socioeconomic and cultural backgrounds. Some museums have exhibited an openness to reinterpret
collections through multiple lenses. This might involve multilingual interpretative materials or
partnering with artists and scholars whose perspectives challenge traditional narratives. Canada’s
Royal Ontario Museum (ROM) has distinguished itself among peer institutions by shifting from a
Eurocentric focus to one that charts “a new path for how museums in Canada can engage even more
meaningfully with Indigenous communities.” [Royal Ontario Museum, 2019: 11].
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Rethinking Public Engagement

A survey conducted in 2024 under the umbrella of the AAM paints a complex picture of
how museum visitors perceive the connection between museums and community. While
professionals frequently emphasize community impact, most visitors do not explicitly associate
museums with their local community experience. [Wilkening, Museums and Community
Perceptions and Engagement, 2024]. Only 18% of respondents said they went to a museum to feel
connected to the community. 17% of respondents chose community connection as part of an ideal
museum visit. Those who did see a museum as reflective of their interests, identity or concerns
were motivated to engage with them. Some visitors praised institutions for their community
contributions while others emphasized museums as spaces of escape, removed from the demands of
everyday life. The CMA has two residents from the 1950’s designed by American architect Frank
Lloyd Wright, which are nestled in a residential neighborhood near the museum. These houses are
open to visitors and serve as examples of immersive architectural experiences that connect design,
history and place (figure 2).

Such divergent expectations underscore the need to clearly communicate the goals and
social impact of programming, especially when it addresses contemporary community concerns.
Respondents called for exhibitions on topical issues, pointing to a desire for institutional relevance
alongside intellectual or aesthetic enrichment.

Those who saw museums as vital community hubs were significantly more enthusiastic
overall. Their engagement extended beyond simple visitation into deeper forms of participation and
advocacy. They were also more likely to support imaginative learning initiatives and value
inclusive narratives - patterns that strengthen a museum’s civic and educational presence.
[Wilkening, Museums and Community Perceptions and Engagement, 2024].

Museums and Public Well-Being

In the American context, “wellness” refers to a holistic approach to emotional well-being.
Wellness programs - common in workplaces, museums, and community organizations - offer
activities like meditation, art therapy, fitness, and stress management to promote prevention,
resilience, and self-care. Rooted in the idea that quality of mental health improves the quality of life
overall, museums are increasingly taking the lead in developing programs around data showing how
art complements medical treatment. In 2018, Canadian physicians began prescribing visits to
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patients who suffered from physical and mental health problems. The pioneering program
represented a collaboration between Montreal Museum of Fine Arts (MMFA) and a medical
association for Francophone physicans (figure 3). [Montreal Museum of Fine Arts, MMFA-MFdC
Museum Prescriptions, 2018].

The CMA demonstrates how wellness programming can deepen community trust. Programs
such as supporting individuals affected by memory loss, cancer, addiction, and disability recast
museums as Civic resources.

The CMA has been an innovator in using art to support health, wellness, and social
inclusion. Drawing from its longstanding commitment to community engagement, the museum has
developed a comprehensive set of programs around the idea of wellness that address the needs of
people facing physical, emotional, or social challenges. These initiatives reflect a pioneering
museum model where cultural participation and public well-being are deeply intertwined (figure 4).

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The Currier’s Wellness Programs include:

- Art for Vets for war veterans experiencing forms of post-traumatic stress disorder;

- Art of Hope for individuals and families impacted by substance use disorder;

- Expressions Through Art for people affected by cancer and their care partners;

- Memory Caf¢ for individuals experiencing memory loss and their loved ones;

- Making Art Accessible and Accessible Open Studio for adults with developmental
disabilities.

These programs are year-round, run by instructors who emphasize art’s therapeutic power to
reduce isolation and promote emotional well-being.

Strategic Planning as an Ongoing Practice

The CMA’s planning process, which incorporates staff, trustees, and external consultants,
illustrates the benefits of strategic planning. By using community surveys and defining success in
public-facing terms such as access, engagement, and financial resilience, the CMA has created a
plan that will guide all work of the museum for the next 3-5 years.

In December 2024, the CMA confronted an unexpected flood which necessitated both
physical and financial reassessments. This disruption catalyzed deeper analysis into budget
structures and endowment sustainability, an exercise that clarified the museum’s long-term resource
needs and operational vulnerabilities. In response, the museum developed a multi-phase financial
stabilization and strategic planning initiative, which includes:

Establishing reserve funds to mitigate infrastructure risk.

Launching a campaign based on naming parts of the museum and endowing key staff
positions.

Implementing a zero-based budget review, a process in which every expense must be
justified anew each year

This initiative was further developed and broadened during a strategic retreat in May 2025.
Facilitated by an external consultant, the retreat brought together trustees and senior staff to draft
new mission and vision statements for the museum. Participants engaged in structured exercises to
align the museum’s strategic priorities around its identity, asking the questions “whom do we serve”
and “who knows about the work we do?” Surveys from staff, trustees, and 50 community
stakeholders shaped the process. Institutions can benefit from comparable planning frameworks that
integrate community voice, clarify institutional identity, and align financial and programmatic
priorities. These approaches support the development of organic strategic plans that evolve with
context, rather than remaining static or prescriptive.

Conclusion. North American museums are adapting to a rapidly shifting world to stay
relevant and operational. While institutional contexts vary widely around the world, many of the
principles outlined in this paper are broadly applicable.

Key ideas include:

Strategic planning is most effective when it is iterative, community-informed, and aligned
with mission clarity. Institutions benefit from planning frameworks that adapt to changing realities
rather than remain static or ceremonial.

Leadership recruitment must go beyond subject-matter expertise to include fundraising
acumen, community engagement, and change management. These are increasingly essential
leadership traits in museums worldwide.

Equity principles have moved from the margins to the center of museum strategy. Museums
that reflect the identities and needs of their communities build trust and long-term relevance.

Attention to the digital infrastructure is no longer optional. Modest investments in websites,
apps, and social media yield exponential impact.

Wellness programs demonstrate how museums can contribute to public health, emotional
resilience, and social cohesion. These initiatives expand the civic role of the museum.

Finally, financial resilience is paramount. The CMA’s post-crisis response (figure 5) offers a
useful model for institutional sustainability.
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Museum professionals globally may adapt strategies outlined in this article. The
international exchange of ideas, experiences, and creative approaches can help museums thrive and
better serve their missions.

TRADITIONS AND INNOVATION IN RISTAN'S MODERN CERAMICS (UZBEKISTAN).
NEW ARRIVALS AT THE STATE MUSEUM-RESERVE «TSARITSYNO»

Abstract. The history of the Rishan pottery industry dates back at least eight centuries. In
the late 19th and early 20th centuries, there were significant changes in technology, the introduction

of new materials, and a decrease in sales markets. During the Soviet era, the industry underwent
several reorganizations, and the number of craftsmen decreased. However, the traditional pottery
craft, characterized by hereditary traditions, persisted. Experienced craftsmen passed on the secrets
of technology and decoration to younger generations, teaching them the art of pottery. In the late
20th century, there were further radical changes. A generation of craftsmen has grown up who are
developing new forms of products and new ways of decoration; they are trying to find their own
path in art. In these conditions, traditional folk art is giving way to authorial art, although traditions
remain the "foundation™ for the inspiration of modern craftsmen.

Studying the current state of the pottery industry is an urgent task for researchers of
decorative and applied art, necessary for understanding the current artistic process and identifying
its main trends. It is also important to replenish the museum's collections with contemporary works.
The article focuses on two of the most renowned Rishan masters, Alisher Nazirov and Ismail
Kamilov, whose work seamlessly combines both aspects: adherence to tradition and individual,
authorial characteristics. The works acquired by the museum serve as a benchmark for these artists,
fully embodying their distinctive styles.

Materials and research methods. Scientific research on the history of the pottery industry
in Uzbekistan; the collection and materials of the Tsaritsyno State Museum of Fine Arts, as well as
current publications on the state of pottery in Rishtan; biographical materials about the masters. To
cover the history of the Rishtan ceramic industry, a method based on the principle of historicism
was used, which, along with a systematic approach, helped to build a historical framework and
identify the main trends of development in changing historical conditions. During the work,
classical research methods were used, such as analysis and generalization of data. The narrative
method also played a certain role.

EXTREME OPENNESS: STRAWBERY BANKE MUSEUM AND COMMUNITY
ENGAGEMENT

Strawbery Banke Museum, Portsmouth, New Hampshire (USA)

Abstract. Many museum professionals and non-profit Boards in the United States are
reimagining the role of their institutions within society. This article explores how Strawbery Banke
Museum in Portsmouth, New Hampshire, stands out for its “extreme openness,” an ability to
engage meaningfully with people from a variety of economic and educational backgrounds. From
creating small, distinctive communities on its historic grounds, to offering inclusive events and low-
barrier entry points, Strawbery Banke breaks down traditional boundaries between museums and
the public. The article covers important topics related to Governance and Funding, a variety of
programs that promote community engagement in the Museum, the role of events in fulfilling the
Museum’s mission that is dedicated to preservation and education. Additionally, the author offers
insights on how the Museum offers a range of options to decrease the barriers members of the
public might feel when visiting the Museum. Throughout the article, the author offers insights on a
current trend in museology within the United States — being as open and accessible as possible to a
diverse public.

Materials and methods of the research. The article is a personal reflection of Linnea
Grim, President & CEO, Strawbery Banke Museum, regarding the Museum’s commitment to
community engagement. Ms. Grim’s reflections are based on her two years of experience serving as
President & CEO of Strawbery Banke Museum. Additional materials to provide context to her
reflections come from print and on-line publications related to the history of Strawbery Banke
Museum.

Introduction. For decades, many museum professionals and non-profit Boards in the United
States are reimagining the role of their institutions within society. [Weil, 1999: 229] In the context
of this national conversation, staff and Board members at Strawbery Banke Museum in Portsmouth,
New Hampshire, believe it stands out for its “extreme openness,” an ability to engage meaningfully
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with people from a variety of economic and educational backgrounds. From creating small,
distinctive communities on its historic grounds, to offering inclusive events and low-barrier entry
points, Strawbery Banke breaks down traditional boundaries between museums and the public.

Strawbery Banke is a nearly 10-acre living history museum that interprets over 350 years of
local history, from Indigenous history to the present. Through its historical houses on their original
sites, heirloom gardens, traditional crafts, and costumed roleplayers, visitors are invited to explore
the stories of the families who lived and worked in the authentic waterfront neighborhood of Puddle
Dock [Strawbery Banke Museum website, 2025: http://www.strawberybanke.org/history; date
accessed: 16.07.2025].

Results and discussion. As the first Smithsonian Affiliate in New Hampshire, Strawbery
Banke is part of a prestigious network of more than 200 Affiliates across the U.S., Puerto Rico, and
Panama. The Museum welcomes visitors, members, schoolchildren, and volunteers for daily
programs, exhibits, special events, and seasonal ice skating.

Strawbery Banke Museum tells the story of the neighborhood called Puddle Dock. This
region has a deep history of seasonal gatherings by Indigenous peoples. Archeologists at Strawbery
Banke have uncovered pieces of pottery, stone tools, and tent holes that demonstrate the presence of
the Abenaki. For over 12,000 years they visited the Seacoast seasonally for hunting, fishing, and
food preparation [Martin & Jennison, 2025: 88-90].

In 1623, English colonists established a settlement along what is now the “New Hampshire”
coast, built houses along the Piscataqua River, a more sheltered cove that is now Portsmouth
Harbor. They named the settlement “Strawbery Banke”, for the abundant wild strawberries growing
along the banks of the river. The neighborhood grew through cycles of maritime prosperity to
become a multicultural “neighborhood of newcomers” [Robinson, 2007: 41].

In 1958, a group of concerned citizens banded together to preserve the nearly 10-acre area
known as Puddle Dock, located at the South End of Portsmouth. Strawbery Banke, Inc., was formed
and took its name from the earliest settlement. By 1965, the site was opened to the public as an
outdoor living history museum, with only a handful of the historic houses open to the public. The
early founders of Strawbery Banke went door-to-door gathering support from the community to
continue preservation efforts [Robinson, 2007: 1-15].

Today Strawbery Banke is distinctive among outdoor history museums, sharing change over
time in the same waterfront neighborhood. The Museum interprets a long span of history, from the
history of Indigenous peoples (artifacts dating back to 10,000-12,000 years ago), to the present day.
It has evolved from a grassroots nonprofit to a pillar in the community welcoming over 100,000
annual visitors for year-round programming.

Governance and Funding

The Museum’s governance and funding structures form the basis for the Museum’s current
model of “extreme openness.” According to a 2024 report from the American Alliance of
Museums, 77% of museums in the United States are private non-profits [American Alliance of
Museums, 2024: 39]. Within the United States tax code, these private non-profits are classified by
the code “501(c)3” and described as “public benefit charities.”

Private non-profits, such as Strawbery Banke Museum, have a governing board of directors.
Strawbery Banke’s Board of Trustees consists of approximately 20 individuals who set the direction
of the Museum and hire the President and Chief Executive Officer (CEO) (Fig. 1). The Board of
Trustees does not need to have any affiliation with local, state, or national government.

The Board of Trustees creates the Museum’s mission or, in other words, the reason the
organization exists. Strawbery Banke’s mission is to, “To promote understanding of the lives of
individuals and the value of community through encounters with the history and ongoing
preservation of a New England waterfront neighborhood. Toward that goal, Strawbery Banke
Museum: 1) Preserves for today's visitors and for future generations, historic buildings, cultural
landscapes, objects, and other materials pertinent to its mission. 2) Conducts research aimed at
placing local developments within the broader context of city, state, and national history. 3)
Disseminates the results of that research to the public through exhibitions, publications,
demonstrations, tours, symposia, workshops, and other educational activities and programs”
[Strawbery Banke Museum website, 2025: http://www.strawberybanke.org/mission-and-vision;
date accessed: 16.07.2025].

Because the Museum is a private entity, the staff members who report to the President and
CEO have significant freedom in how they achieve the mission and other priorities that the Board
has defined. The government does not provide regular ongoing funding to help the Museum fulfill
its mission, so one of the top responsibilities of the CEO is to ensure enough money to support the
Museum’s activities that the Board and staff have identified as essential functions.

In Strawbery Banke’s current annual $4.1M (USD) budget, two-thirds of the funds will
come from earned revenue such as ticket sales, museum shop sales, event tickets, and rental
income. The remaining one-third is a combination of donations from individuals and businesses as
well as investment income from an endowment that the Board has created.

Due to the governance and funding structures, the Museum must be responsive to its
community. If Strawbery Banke operated in a vacuum, without consideration of the people it
served, it would not be able to have the funding support to continue. This community-based
approach to operating has led the Museum to embrace the concept of extreme openness.

Welcoming Small, Distinctive Communities

At the heart of Strawbery Banke Museum’s extreme openness is an intentional commitment
to nurturing smaller distinctive communities within its historic campus. Traditionally, the public has
thought of museums as quiet and static venues. To thrive, Museum staff have needed to upset this
traditional narrative by creating spaces for contemporary people to gather within the context of a

historic site. The result is a living neighborhood where modern lives coexist with centuries of
history.

Among its most distinctive offerings is the Heritage House Program (HHP) that allows
individuals and small businesses the opportunity to rent spaces in the historic houses. In many
houses, museum exhibits exist on ground floors and apartments or commercial spaces on the second
floors. A graduate student is currently writing a thesis about HHP and the new communities it
creates.

Beyond the rental properties, Strawbery Banke has embraced its role as a community anchor
through programs like the community garden. Local residents tend plots during the relatively short
growing season in New Hampshire. They have autonomy to choose what they plant. Retirees,
families, and young professionals gather here not just to cultivate flowers and vegetables, but also
form community bonds. Decades old, the community garden now spans generations, and the
gardeners are extremely dedicated to their section of the Museum and to one another.

Casual uses of the Museum’s grounds also reflect the philosophy of extreme openness. The
Museum has become a favorite route for dog walkers, joggers, and neighborhood strollers who use
the paths and open spaces outside regular museum hours. This informal but consistent relationship
between the Museum and its neighbors fosters a love and respect for the historic site. Rather than
closing its gates or fencing off its spaces, Strawbery Banke leaves them open both physically and
philosophically to encourage engagement in informal but meaningful ways. That openness turns the
Museum into a shared asset, not a siloed attraction.

Events as a Primary Way to Fulfill the Museum’s Mission of Education and
Preservation

Of the nearly 110,000 visitors to the Museum every year, approximately 20,000 of them
visit Strawbery Banke for one of the Museum’s four signature events. That means that
approximately one-fifth of the Museum’s entire visitation happens over 17 days throughout the
year. At one time, staff considered these events as extraneous to the site’s everyday museum
program. However, the public is clamoring for seasonal events, and so the events have become a
central way for Strawbery Banke to meet its mission.

SpringFest, an annual celebration, aims to educate the public about horticulture and
husbandry. During the two-day event, the Museum invites families to enjoy the historic campus
through hands-on activities, music, demonstrations, and seeing heritage-breed baby animals with
their mothers. Many participants have described the event as welcoming, joyful, and informative.
The event is especially popular with families with young children. Often during SpringFest,
strollers are lined up by the dozens near the tents with baby animals.

Another profoundly moving event is the July 4th Naturalization Ceremony, which honors
new American citizens against the powerful backdrop of centuries-old homes and gardens. Few
settings could better underscore the meaning of citizenship and belonging than a site steeped in the
stories of immigrants, patriots, laborers, and visionaries. As families gather to watch their loved
ones take the oath of citizenship, they also connect—consciously or not—to the deeper currents of
American identity. This event affirms that the Museum is not just a place for history but a space for
living democratic ideals.

Three months later, Ghosts on the Banke explores the site’s past through Halloween-themed
programming (Fig. 2). Scores of Jack-o-Lanterns light the pathways, and guests have the chance to
trick-or-treat, dance, and hear ghost stories. While they come for the fun event, they are also
exposed to the site’s architecture and significant multi-century history. In coming years, the staff is
working on including more authentic stories from the site’s past in to this event to create even
stronger connection between the event and the Museum’s education-based mission.

Candlelight Stroll, the Museum’s best-known event, offers a magical encounter with the
past. Visitors wander candle-lit paths to discover holiday traditions as they were celebrated over
four centuries. The Museum is transformed into a time-traveling celebration of lights, food, and
music. Each house and exhibit contribute a chapter to this story of winter celebrations—some
rooted in religious traditions, others in secular family customs. The event embodies the Museum’s
dedication to preservation, education, and community joy (Fig. 3).

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Each of these events demonstrates how Strawbery Banke uses celebration not as distraction
from its mission, but as fulfillment of it. The Museum invites guests not to watch passively but to
participate and share in collective experiences. By eschewing traditional academic formalities
through the events, Museum staff create a more welcoming and open space. Guests do not need to
feel like they already know something about history to enjoy themselves. Because the site is open to
them and their interests, they are in turn more open to learning about the Museum’s houses,
gardens, and collection items.

Low-Barrier Access to the Historic Campus

Strawbery Banke’s extreme openness is perhaps most visible in the many ways it lowers
barriers to invite broader audiences into its space. While traditional museums often face critiques
for being exclusive or intimidating, Strawbery Banke actively works against those limitations,
starting with programs that make casual, low-cost access possible year-round.

The Labrie Family Skate at Puddle Dock Pond exemplifies this approach. Between the end
of November and the beginning of March, the historic campus is transformed into an ice-skating
destination that draws visitors from across the region. Skaters glide across a rink surrounded by
centuries-old homes, festive lights, and the sounds of holiday music or the latest popular tunes. For
many, this may be their first introduction to the Museum (Fig. 4). Community members who claim
not to have an interest in history are able to feel welcome on the Museum’s grounds and enjoy
recreation. Once they feel comfortable on the site, they are more likely to have their curiosity
piqued and come back to visit the Museum or come to one of the signature events. Their initial visit
Is based in movement and joy rather than many static text panels.

Ice skating may seem unrelated to history, but it reconnects visitors to a tradition that was
part of life for generations in northern New England. It also creates an atmosphere of
approachability. Rather than gatekeeping history behind ropes and exhibits, the Museum puts it in
conversation with the everyday pleasures of life—skating with friends, sipping cocoa, enjoying
music under the stars. For those who return later in the year to tour the historic homes or attend an
event, the ice rink may have served as their first step into a much longer journey of learning and
engagement.
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Equally important are the cultural bridges the Museum builds through being a host venue for
a number of community events. Throughout the year, the Museum welcomes more than 10,000
guests through these partner events such as the annual the New England Black, Indigenous, People
of Color (BIPOC) Fest (Fig. 5), Riverfest, and Fairy House Tours, a community event that celebrate
creativity in participants ability to create “fairy houses” out of natural materials. These community
partner events are yet another way the Museum demonstrates extreme openness to people in the
local community.

Extreme Openness: A Path to Connect a Historic Site to the Future

Across the country, museums are shifting from passive spaces of looking, listening, and
reading, toward dynamic environments of doing and making. Strawbery Banke Museum is at the
forefront of this movement. With its extreme openness to community, it has redefined what a
museum can be: not a place set apart from the world, but one deeply embedded in it.

By supporting the lives of renters, joggers, and dog walkers, the Museum honors the spirit of
neighborhood and the continuity of lived history. Through inclusive events that mix education with
celebration, it fulfills its mission with creativity and care. And with low-barrier experiences like ice
skating and community gardens, it invites all people to participate in the story of the Puddle Dock’s
neighborhood past and present.

Strawbery Banke’s model combines scholarly rigor with radical inclusion. Museum staff
members welcome people into the site’s history. In other words, the Museum meets visitors where
they are and matches its mission of education and preservation to their contemporary interests. In
doing so, the Museum ensures it remains both relevant and essential to the many communities (Fig.
6) that it serves.

A. KASTEEV’S ARTWORKS IN THE COLLECTION
OF THE AKTOBE REGIONAL MUSEUM OF HISTORY AND LOCAL LORE
B.A. Nurpeysov
Aktobe Regional Museum of History and Local Lore (Kazakhstan)

Abstract. The article examines the works of one of the founders of Kazakh fine art —
Abilkhan Kasteev, preserved in the collection of the regional museum of history and local lore. The
relevance of the study lies in the fact that the systematization and promotion of the artist’s works
from regional museum collections contributes to the study of Kazakh fine art. The aim of the
research is an art-historical analysis of two paintings by A. Kasteev preserved in the collection of
the Aktobe Regional Museum of History and Local Lore: the portrait “Makhambet Utemisov”
(1951) and the portrait “M.I. Kalinin Presenting the Order of the Badge of Honor to N. Baiganin”
(1961). Particular attention is paid to the compositional solution, artistic style, subject matter of the
works, as well as their place within the museum exhibition. The paintings are considered not only
as works of art but also as valuable sources of historical memory, reflecting the social, cultural, and
political realities of their time. Special emphasis is placed on how elements of socialist realism in
the artist’s works are harmoniously combined with the national worldview, distinctive color
scheme, and narrative imagery.

The conclusions of the study demonstrate the particular significance of preserving and
promoting A. Kasteev’s works in the collections of regional museums for the study of Kazakh art
and history. The results obtained are of interest to art historians, historians, and museum
professionals engaged in the study of Kazakhstan’s cultural heritage and art.

Materials and methods of research. This study is based on the materials of the Aktobe
Regional Museum of History and Local Lore, supplemented by relevant scholarly publications. The
research involved the analysis of internal museum sources, including accession records, inventory

books, and museum catalogs, as well as academic and popular literature dedicated to the life and
artistic legacy of A. Kasteev.

TYPES OF CUSTOMS AND TRADITIONS IN THE LIFE OF THE KAZAKH PEOPLE
(A BRIEF OVERVIEW OF A. ISKAKOV’S MANUSCRIPT FROM THE FUND OF THE
CENTRAL STATE MUSEUM OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN)

Abstract. The article examines the manuscript by Arkham Iskakov (1885-1962) titled
«KazakTeIH eMmipiHme OosFaH 9JIeT, Fyphbln, canT, cana», Which is preserved in the collection of the
Central State Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Attention is drawn to the fact that Arkham
Iskakov, who dedicated his entire life to collecting, preserving, and shaping his rich heritage, was
not only a memoirist but also an ethnographic source describing the traditional Kazakh way of life.

The article analyzes his role as a researcher and guardian of Kazakh national values,
customs, and ethno cultural identity. The contribution of the manuscript to the preservation of
national culture and the transmission of the customs and traditions of our people, which are
practiced in the traditional Kazakh environment, is discussed. Special emphasis is placed on his
efforts aimed at the revival of national identity, customs, and cultural values. The manuscript
contains descriptions related to the tradition and the author's comments related to it. The
manuscript’s role in preserving centuries-old heritage passed down from generation to generation
through traditions, customs, forms of art, and lifestyle is explored.

The significance of this work lies in its potential use as supplementary material in assessing
spiritual heritage and embedding it in the consciousness of future generations, particularly in the
context of providing spiritual and moral education in educational institutions.

Materials and methods of research. The study utilized materials from the collection of the
Central State Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the National Library of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, the scientific catalog «Rare manuscripts and editions from Central State Museum
collections of the Republic of Kazakhstany, encyclopedias, and academic publications on Kazakh
ethnographic terminology. The research and comparative methods were applied.

The sections of the manuscript were grouped and systematized.

Abstract. This scientific article explores the ethnographic, historical, and artistic features of
bridles preserved in the collection of the Aktobe Regional Museum of History and Local Lore. The
bridle is examined as a significant component of traditional Kazakh equestrian culture, revealing its
practical and ceremonial functions. The study provides detailed descriptions of the materials used,
manufacturing techniques, artistic decorations, and functional characteristics. By analyzing museum
exhibits from different historical periods, the research highlights the evolution of nomadic culture
and the cultural significance of horse tack in Kazakh society. Special attention is given to the
structure of the bridles, their decorative elements, and regional variations. The craftsmanship and
aesthetic approach of traditional artisans are also considered, reflecting their role in preserving and
enriching national heritage. The purpose of this article is to reveal the historical significance of the
bridle, preserved in the collection of the Aktobe Regional Museum of History and Local Lore, as an
important part of the history, life and worldview of the Kazakh people. This research represents a
valuable contribution to the preservation and promotion of Kazakhstan’s cultural legacy, while also
integrating important museum artifacts into scholarly discourse and making them accessible to
future generations.

Materials and methods of research. The study applied visual examination of museum
exhibits, archival data analysis, comparative-analytical, and systematization methods. The research
is based on historical, ethnographic, and artistic characteristics.

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RESULTS OF FIELD ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH
AT THE PARYZDEPE SITE IN 2021-2022

Abstract. The article provides a brief report on the field archaeological research conducted
in 2021-2022 at the Paryzdepe ancient settlement in southern Turkmenistan. As a result of the work
performed at the settlement, residential buildings and numerous hearths and furnaces dating back to
the Eneolithic, Bronze and Iron Ages were discovered. Thanks to the research in 2021-2022, new
materials were obtained. During the archaeological research at the ancient dwelling of the
monument dating back to the late Eneolithic era, numerous Stone Age tools were found, as well as
two small hearths and ceramics.

The finds discovered at the Paryzdepe ancient settlement are the first of the known new
materials excavated in those years. The finds from the excavations were included in the museum
collections of the Institute of History and Archeology of the Academy of Sciences of Turkmenistan.
And also in accordance with the modern requirements of archeology, it is important to study these
finds and archival materials of those years. The results of the study not only describe the
archaeological features of the Paryzdepe settlement, but also emphasize its historical and cultural
significance for the region.

Materials and methods of research. In the modern period of archaeological research,
corresponding works were carried out at the Paryzdepe site. Before and during the excavations,
topographic and situational plans of the Paryzdepe archaeological site were photographed and compiled.
The topographic survey of the monuments was carried out using digital photogrammetry technology
using a DJI Mavic Air 2 UAV and a Leica TS09 laser tacheometer. As a result of processing,
orthophotomaps, digital terrain models and topographic plans were obtained. During the excavations of
the settlement, samples were collected for radiocarbon, macro and micro botanical analysis.

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ETHNOPOLITICAL ASSOCIATIONS OF OIRATS AND KAZAKH ZHUZES IN THE
LATE MIDDLE AGES

Abstract. The relationship between the nomadic peoples of Kazakhs and Oirats dates back
hundreds of years. Clashes between Kazakhs and Oirats began in the second half of the XV century,
almost simultaneously with the formation of the Kazakh Khanate. The Oirats came out from under
the rule of the Mongol khans in the second half of the XIV century. Ruled by their Taish, they
settled in the territory of modern western Mongolia, Southern Siberia and Dzungaria and became
neighbors of the Kazakhs. There are similarities in the socio-political structure of these two
neighboring peoples. The aim of this article is to compare the socio-political organization of the
Kazakh and Oirat people and to show the similarities of the political structures of states in the Late
Middle Ages. The paper reveals the features of the political organization of Kazakhs and Oirats,
which are due to the identical socio-economic conditions of nomadic life characteristic of Oirats
and Kazakhs. Kazakh and Oirat societies in the Late Middle Ages consisted of unions of several
ethnopolitical associations.

Materials and methods of research. In his work, the author relies on already known
historical sources and scientific works of historians-researchers. When writing this article, the
author used a comparative historical research method. This method of social sciences explores
historical events in order to create explanations that are valid outside of a certain time and place, or
by direct comparison with other historical events.

HISTORICAL CONDITIONS AND FEATURES OF THE FORMATION
OF THE KOKSHETAU OUTER DISTRICT
A.J. Satybaeva
The Museum of the History of Kokshetau City (Kazakhstan)

Abstract. The article examines some features of the socio-political situation in the
Kokshetau region at the beginning of the 19th century. According to the Charter of 1822, the khan's
authority in the Middle Zhuz was eliminated. The further transformation of the traditional
institution of power took place gradually, when officials from other Kazakh clans, rather than
representatives of the aristocratic "tore” family, began to be appointed to the posts of senior and
volost sultans. The article includes a statement on the volosts included in the Kokshetau district
dated May 8, 1824, which differs from other similar statements included in scientific circulation by
an earlier date. This allows you to get information about the original administrative-territorial
structure of the Kokshetau district. Those Kazakh families who refused to accept the new system
had to migrate a certain distance from the outer district. The nomadic tribes, deprived of the best
pastures, eventually had to return to their native nomads and became part of the district. Therefore,
the statements of different times, for example, 1824 and 1857, have differences. In addition, the
1824 bulletin differs in the content of more detailed information.

Materials and methods of research. Materials of the historical archive of the Omsk region,
Soviet and modern historiography. The historical and genetic method is applied, which is based on
the principle of historicism, which made it possible to consider the features of the socio-political
situation in the Kokshetau region in conjunction with other historical phenomena, taking into
account the specific historical conditions of that time. General scientific methods of analysis and
synthesis are applied.

Abstract. Based on specialized literature and the multi-volume First General Population
Census of the Russian Empire (1897), this article examines the population size and settlement
patterns of ethnic Belarusians in the northern, eastern, southeastern, and southern regions of
Kazakhstan. It is established that this process was predominantly forced in nature and unfolded in
several stages. The first stage of resettlement was associated with the forced deportation of part of
the Belarusian population following the suppression of national liberation uprisings in the mid-19th
century. The second stage, which involved the majority of the landless peasantry, combined
spontaneous migration with organized, planned resettlement carried out within the framework of the
Stolypin agrarian reforms of the late 19th — early 20th centuries. The study shows that the formation
of the Belarusian diaspora in Kazakhstan was closely interconnected with Cossack colonization
processes, as well as with the migration of significant numbers of Russian, Ukrainian, and other
European ethnic groups within the resettlement policy pursued by the Russian Empire in its national
peripheries.

The chronological framework of the study covers the mid-19th — early 20th century, which
corresponds to the period of the beginning of the spontaneous, and subsequently planned,
resettlement of landless Belarusians, as well as Russians, Ukrainians and representatives of other
ethnic groups from the European part of the Russian Empire who came into contact with them.

Materials and methods of research. The main source base consisted of published materials
from the First General Population Census of the Russian Empire in 1897 for various districts of the
Ural, Turgai, Akmola, Semipalatinsk and Semirechye regions of the Steppe Governorate-General,
as well as the Ural and Turgai regions of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Empire and
the Syrdarya region of the Turkestan Governorate-General. These data, along with other sources,
made it possible to identify both general and specific features of the number and settlement of
Belarusians, as well as to analyze ethnodemographic processes both in the territory of Kazakhstan
as a whole and in the context of six administrative-territorial regions and the districts included in
them that existed during the period under review.

The statistical materials used were supplemented by a limited number of publications by
historians, ethnographers and demographers of the pre-revolutionary, Soviet and post-Soviet
periods, which directly or indirectly examined individual aspects of the life of the Belarusian
population of Kazakhstan. In the ethnodemographic analysis of the study group, firstly, statistical
methods of population study were used, including the method of demographic tables; secondly,
special historical-comparative and interdisciplinary approaches, including problem-chronological
and synchronous-diachronic analysis.

THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS FOR THE RESEARCH OF
THE CONCEPTS OF «FAITH» AND «KKNOWLEDGE» IN THE CONTEXT OF THE
ANCIENT TURKIC LANGUAGE PICTURE OF THE WORLD

Abstract. The present scientific article examines linguistic-philosophical and linguistic-
cultural concepts, and is devoted to the constants of Turkic culture, a comprehensive analysis of the
concepts of «Faithy and «Knowledge», and the peculiarities of their functioning based on literary
monuments of the Turkic Renaissance era. The article presents a linguistic depiction of the world as
interpreted by the poet-philosophers Yusuf Balasaguni, Mahmud Kashgari, Ahmet Yugneki, and
Ahmet Yasawi. The content of this work constitutes the «core» of Turkic spiritual culture, as
determined by the conceptual analysis.

The primary focus of this study is the analysis of the spiritual and religious foundations of
the traditional culture of the Old Turkic peoples, whose civilizational core is Tengriism. Firstly, it
necessitates an in-depth examination of the philosophical and methodological issues concerning the
study of the spiritual and cultural foundations of the Old Turkic civilization. Secondly, it addresses
the analysis of the processes of interaction between Tengriism and other religious systems. Thirdly,
it presents a novel philosophical interpretation of the monuments of Old Turkic writing, as well as
the works of Turkic poet-thinkers who established the foundations of the spiritual culture of Turkic-
speaking peoples. This multifaceted approach is necessitated by the need to comprehensively
reconstruct the cultural origins of the Turkic peoples.

The concepts of «Faith» and «Knowledge» reflect a complex system of spiritual, moral, and
ethical dimensions within the linguistic worldview and the inner, spiritual life of the individual.
Concurrently, these phenomena — particularly from a diachronic perspective — have not yet received
sufficient attention within the framework of linguistic philosophy and require further multifaceted
investigation.

Materials and research methods. This study is based on an analysis of the approaches
existing in contemporary linguo-philosophical tradition regarding the relationship between the
concepts of «Faith» and «Knowledgey. The study formulates, and addresses a number of theoretical
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questions. A methodological analysis of the concepts of «Faith» and «Knowledge» is provided,
along with an ontological and epistemological examination of these two spiritual phenomena within
a linguo-philosophical framework.

The identification of key cultural concepts and constants within national self-consciousness
is impeded by a paucity of fully developed methodologies; the categorical framework remains
insufficiently defined. Concurrently, the national component constitutes the core of human identity,
as it represents the internalized ethnic culture with its traditions, values, beliefs, norms, and
behavioral codes. Consequently, the paucity of thorough theoretical and methodological research
underscores the relevance of the chosen topic — «The Concepts of «Faith» and «Knowledge» in the
Turkic Linguistic Worldview» — and emphasizes its timeliness and significance in contemporary
scholarship.

The article examines extant approaches to the cultural-philosophical analysis of the
linguistic worldview and the concept as a category, including their status and functions in the
process of world cognition. The present study explores the figurative-symbolic and value-based
components in the structure of the concept’s «Knowledge» and «Faith» as cultural constants. A
conceptual analysis of these notions is conducted from various authorial perspectives — including
those of Yusuf Balasaguni, Mahmud Kashgari, Ahmed Yugnaki, and Ahmed Yasawi.
