THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL COMPLEX RAKHAT AND
KAZAKH-CHINESE SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION:
RESEARCH OUTCOMES AND FUTURE PERSPECTIVES

Abstract. The article is based on materials obtained during the joint archaeological,
scientific, and cultural activities carried out at the «Archaeological complex Rakhat» by the State
Historical and Cultural Museum-Reserve «Esik» in cooperation with Chinese research institutions,
including Shaanxi Provincial Institute of Archaeology in Xi’an and Collaborative Research Center
for Archaeology of the Silk Road, Shaanxi Province. The research materials include archaeological
fieldwork data, reports of joint expeditions, documentation of excavated objects, museum records,
photographic materials, scientific publications, and information related to exhibitions, seminars,
conferences, documentary film, and other forms of Kazakh-Chinese cooperation within the
framework of the «Belt and Road» Initiative.

The aim of this article is to analyze the development of cultural and scientific ties among the
countries of the Great Silk Road through the experience of international cooperation in the study
and preservation of archaeological heritage. Particular attention is given to Kazakhstan as one of the
key regions of the historic Silk Road. Drawing on the example of joint Kazakhstan-Chinese
research at the Rakhat archaeological complex, the article examines the potential of inter-state
scientific cooperation in the field of archaeology. It demonstrates that joint research projects
contribute to expanding knowledge of the historical and cultural heritage of Semirechye region,
improving methods for the scientific study of archaeological sites, and strengthening cultural and
humanitarian cooperation between Kazakhstan and China.

Materials and methods. The methodological basis of the study includes historical and
chronological methods, archaeological description, source analysis, the systematization of field and
museum materials, and an interdisciplinary approach. The historical-chronological method made it
possible to examine the formation and main stages of development of cooperation between
Kazakhstani and Chinese research institutions. Archaeological description and analysis were
applied to identify the historical and cultural significance, structural features, and scientific value of
the Archaeological complex Rakhat. Comparative analysis was used to assess the role and
importance of the complex in the study of Silk Road archaeology. In the course of source analysis,
archaeological research reports, scientific publications, museum documents, and materials collected
within the framework of international cooperation were examined. The systematic approach
allowed the research outcomes, institutional interaction, and future development perspectives to be
analyzed comprehensively as interconnected components of long-term scientific cooperation.

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Introduction. The Belt and Road Initiative is an international project proposed by the
People’s Republic of China in 2013. Its main purpose is to develop economic, cultural, and
scientific ties among countries along the Great Silk Road, and one of its important areas of activity
is the study and preservation of archaeological heritage. Kazakhstan occupies a special place within
the initiative, as one of the main branches of the Great Silk Road passed through Zhetysu. A
significant project within this framework is the Kazakhstan-China joint research at the
Archaeological complex Rakhat.

In 2015, Professor Wang Jianxin, a Chinese researcher specializing in the Silk Road of
Central Asia, visited the State Historical and Cultural Museum-Reserve «Esik» (hereinafter, the
«Esik» Museum-Reserve) for the first time and expressed interest in the Rakhat site as a research
object (Fig. 1). This laid the foundation for the first joint archaeological study between the two
countries.

On 1 June 2016, as part of the Belt and Road Initiative, an agreement was signed with the
Shaanxi Provincial Institute of Archaeology. In 2017, Kazakh-Chinese joint archaeological research
began at the Rakhat site. The project was led by G. Mukhtarova on the Kazakh side and Ding Yan
on the Chinese side.

The site chosen by both sides lies above the village of Rakhat in the Rakhat rural district of
Enbekshikazakh District, Almaty Region, on the northern foothills of the lle Alatau. The choice of
this location was not accidental. This site is hereinafter referred to as the Rakhat site (Fig. 2).

The Rakhat site, which consists of eight hills, was once interpreted by archaeologist
Bekmukhanbet Nurmukhanbetov (commonly known as Beken ata) as a possible residence of the
Golden Man and the White Horde of the Saka [Nurmukhanbetov, Tulegenov, 2014: 248-256]

Results and discussion. In 1999, members of the joint comprehensive archaeological
reconnaissance expedition of Kainar University and the Golden Man Association, led by
archaeologist Beken Nurmukhanbetov, conducted the first reconnaissance at the Rakhat site. In
2004, the A.Kh. Margulan Institute of Archaeology excavated a 4x4 m. stratigraphic test pit. The
excavation confirmed that the hills were artificial rather than natural formations, and it was
concluded that the area may have been inhabited from the Early Iron Age through the medieval
period. In 2005, the sites were described as part of the project to publish the Collection of Historical
and Cultural Monuments of Almaty Region [Turanin, 1999].

Alongside the Rakhat site, the Orikty settlement, located nearby and consisting of several
small mounds, has also drawn the attention of the museum-reserve staff. The site was first identified
in 2000 during archaeological reconnaissance conducted by the archaeologist B. Nurmukhanbetov.
Although the two sites have come to bear different names in recent years as a result of to toponymic
changes, their historical and cultural connection remains evident.

At the official opening ceremony of the State Historical and Cultural Museum-Reserve
«Esiky, held as part of a regular field meeting of the Council for the implementation of the strategic
national project «Cultural Heritage», the museum-reserve's director, G. Mukhtarova pointed out that
the land plots on which the Rakhat and Orikty settlements stood were not being used for their
intended scientific, cultural, museum, educational, and tourism purposes, and she further proposed
transferring these monuments to the jurisdiction of the museum-reserve [Gosudarstvennaya
programma Respubliki Kazakhstan «Kulturnoe nasledie», 2005].

In this regard, on 10 May 2011, the Akimat (local executive authority) of Enbekshikazakh
District, Almaty Region, adopted Resolutions Ne 388 and Ne 389, «On the protection and
preservation of the «White Horde» of the ancient Saka king, located southeast of Rakhat village,
and the ancient Saka city, located southwest of Orikty village». Under these resolutions, the
museum-reserve was entrusted with carrying out awareness-raising activities; burials in the Orikty
area were suspended and construction, gardening, and other forms of land use within these
territories were prohibited.

Within the framework of the applied scientific project, the «Issyk Burial Ground and the
Culture of the Saka of Zhetysu» under the republican program of the Ministry of Culture of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, Ne 005 «Applied Scientific Research» for 2011-2012, led by G.
Mukhtarova, with T. Zh. Tulegenov, as expedition leader, organized the first archaeological field
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expedition at the Orikty site in 2012. A general topographic plan was prepared, a topographic
survey was carried out, a topographic plan was compiled, a 2x2 m. stratigraphic test pit was
excavated, and archaeological excavations were conducted at mounds Ne 1 and Ne 2 of Site Ne 1.

By the decision of the Almaty Regional Maslikhat (regional legislative bodies) dated 9
August 2013, the Orikty settlement and the Rakhat site were legally included within the protection
zone of the State Historical and Cultural Museum-Reserve «Esik». Both monuments dated from the
Early Iron Age, spanning the VII century BC to the XI century AD. The Orikty settlement was
assigned a protection zone of 19.5 ha and a protected natural landscape zone of 44 ha, covering a
total protected area of 63.5 ha. The Rakhat site was assigned a protection zone of 5.2 ha, a
construction regulation zone of 15 ha, and a protected natural landscape zone of 63 ha, covering a
total protected area of 83.2 ha. Since that time, the museum-reserve has conducted its own
archaeological reconnaissance surveys at these monuments.

Under the applied research project «The Issyk Burial Ground and the Culture of the Zhetysu
Sakas» (2015-2017), led by G. Mukhtarova, with T. Tulegenov as expedition leader, reconnaissance
and research work were carried out in 2015 one kilometer southeast of the Rakhat site. As a result,
plans were drawn up for the archaeological features identified, and their geographical coordinates
were recorded. The Rakhat site consists of eight hills formed by high earthen mounds. The total
area of the Rakhat settlement is approximately 250,000 m?. Its GPS coordinates are N43° 20.250’, E
077° 22.614'. The central hill 20-25 m high and 70-75 m wide, is a tall, cone-shaped mound with a
narrower summit and a broader base, giving it a platform-like appearance; Its height is 18 m, and
the area of its upper surface is 3,200 m2. The central part is surrounded by ditches with an outer-
wall diameter of approximately 220 m., and the surrounding area is enclosed by five elongated
earthen embankments.

At this stage, the area comprising these sites began to be studied by specialists as a single
archaeological complex. The Chinese side's interest in the Rakhat site was regarded as an
opportunity to carry out a comprehensive investigation of the monument.

Although excavations at the Rakhat site were conducted continuously from 2017 to 2019,
the COVID-19 pandemic subsequently slowed the progress of the work. After an interval of several
years, research resumed only in 2023.

In the first year of joint research with Chinese colleagues, excavations were conducted in
three areas of the Rakhat site covering 32 m?, namely domestic and household pits («Madeni muray
khattamasy, 2009-2011), as well as at burial complex sites dating to the Early Turkic period. In
addition, 25 mounds forming an irregular chain were identified on the upper floodplain of the
western bank of the river of the same name, southeast of the Rakhat site. Scientific data were
recorded, excavation was carried out at Mound M1, and this area was subsequently designated the
Rakhat I site.

The field research clearly showed that the nearby Orikty settlement was closely connected
with the Archaeological complex Rakhat, in other words, a system of small adjacent settlements
existed within a limited area.

In 2017, alongside the joint work with Chinese colleagues at the Rakhat site, the State
Historical and Cultural Museum-Reserve «Esik» (Fig. 3), together with the Beken-Ata Charitable
Foundation, organized its first public volunteer archaeological expedition. The expedition, entitled
«Nurmukhanbetov Excavations», was conducted at Mound Ne4 of the Orikty | burial ground, also
known as the Rakhat IV group.

The work was carried out within the framework of the applied research project «The Issyk
Burial Ground and the Culture of the Zhetysu Sakas», under the Program Ne 002 «Applied
Scientific Researchy of the Ministry of Culture and Sports. The project was led by G. Mukhtarova,
while T. Tulegenov was an expedition leader.

Between 2015 and 2018, based on formal agreements, the State Historical and Cultural
Museum-Reserve «Esik» organized joint Kazakh-Korean archaeological research expeditions in
cooperation with five research institutions of the Republic of Korea: the Institute of Historical
Studies of Seoul National University, the DONG-SEO Institute of Cultural Heritage, the Central
Institute of Historical Heritage, the Mahan Culture Research Center, and the Daehan Institute of
Cultural Heritage.

In 2017, the joint Kazakh—Korean international expedition investigated two mounds at the
Orikty 11 burial ground. In 2018, further research at the same site led to the identification of 32
burial and ritual monuments within the burial ground, for which full registration documentation was
prepared.

In 2018-2019, archaeological research was conducted at the Rakhat camp site under an
agreement with the Institute of Archaeology of the Russian Academy of Sciences. The site is
located in the northern foothills of the Ile Alatau, on the right bank of the Rakhat River. The
expedition was led by D. Ozherelyev.

The research showed that the monument belongs to the early stage of the Upper Paleolithic
and is comparable to sites in other regions of Europe and Asia. Rakhat became the second
Paleolithic site in Zhetysu for which a complete stratigraphic analysis was carried out. The
materials recovered from the site significantly expanded the chronological framework of the
Archaeological complex Rakhat.

In 2019-2020, archaeological research was conducted at the Rakhat site under the applied
research project «The Semiosis of the Material Culture of Zhetysu Based on Materials from the
Archaeological complex Rakhat from the Saka Period to the Thirteenth Century», within the
program of the Ministry of Culture and Sports of the Republic of Kazakhstan for grant and
program-targeted funding of scientific and/or scientific-technical activities. The project was led by
G. Mukhtarova, with T. Tulegenov as expedition leader. Within the project, a 200m? plot in an open
area south of the main Rakhat site, within the Archaeological complex Rakhat, was investigated,
focusing on domestic and household areas, and a stratigraphic test pit was excavated. In 2020, the
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Orikty I, 11, and Il burial mounds were identified in the upper part of the Orikty settlement, site
passports were registered, and plans were prepared. Excavations were also carried out at two small
mounds dating to the Turkic period, along with stratigraphic test-pit work.

In 2021-2023, within the priority area «Research in the Social Sciences and Humanities» of
the Ministry of Culture and Sports of the Republic of Kazakhstan, an applied research project
entitled «Study of the Archaeological complex Rakhat: Reconstruction of History from the Bronze
Age to the Late Medieval Period» was implemented. The project was led by G. Mukhtarova, with
Kh. Aitkul as expedition leader. Research was conducted at the Rakhat site, at Bronze Age and
Early Iron Age sites, and in the Orikty burial ground.

In June 2025, specialists of the Shaanxi Provincial Institute of Archaeology (PRC) jointly
carried out archaeological reconnaissance in the Rakhat 111 group and excavated Mound M6. It was
established that the Rakhat 111 burial ground consists of 45 mounds, and a full description of them
was prepared.

Initially, the monument provisionally referred to as the Rakhat site, which was under the
jurisdiction of the State Historical and Cultural Museum-Reserve «Esik», covered an area of 50.2
ha. It had an approved protection zone and consisted mainly of eight hills. As a result of several
years of research, the site was reinterpreted as the broader Archaeological complex Rakhat,
covering an area of approximately 250 ha.

The Archaeological complex Rakhat has been divided into the main Rakhat site and five
zones: Rakhat I, Rakhat Il, Rakhat I1l, Rakhat IV, and Rakhat V. This division was based on
information set out in the 2005 Collection of Historical and Cultural Monuments of Almaty Region
[Mukhtarova, 2018].

Thus, the Archaeological complex Rakhat, studied since 2012 by the «Esik» Museum-
Reserve in cooperation with foreign partners, is currently divided into the following zones:

The Rakhat site is the main area of the complex. Here, a Turkic-period burial site, medieval
semi-subterranean structures (F1 and F2) , burials, and household pits were identified.

Rakhat I is located east of the main site and contains Saka-Wusun mounds.

Rakhat 11 is located south of the main site and contains Saka-Wusun mounds. An excavation
was carried out at Mound M1.

Rakhat 111 is located east of the main site and contains Saka-Wusun mounds. An excavation
was carried out at Mound M6.

Rakhat 1V is located east of the main site and includes Saka-Wusun mounds, Turkic-period
monuments, the Orikty settlement, and the Orikty I burial ground.

Rakhat V is located southeast of the main site and includes a Paleolithic camp site, Bronze
Age mounds, Saka-Wusun mounds, and the Orikty 11l burial ground [Mukhtarova, Aitkul, 2025:
23-181]

As a result of archaeological research, more than 8,000 finds have been discovered within
the territory of the complex. Most artefacts consist of ceramic sherds, lithic implements and
fragments, human skeletal material, and faunal bone. A total of 155 items have been officially
accepted into the main collection of the museum-reserve. The remaining objects have been accepted
into the temporary collection, and expert studies are ongoing. In conclusion, the study of the
Archaeological complex Rakhat is still only at its initial stage. The materials accumulated in recent
years can only outline the general framework for reconstructing the historical processes that took
place within this complex. Large-scale interdisciplinary research is still required to supplement and
refine our understanding of the developmental stages of the ancient and medieval cultures of the
population of Zhetysu.

The joint research with the PRC was not limited only to excavations at the monument. To
gain a deeper understanding of the Archaeological complex Rakhat, reconnaissance was also
carried out in Enbekshikazakh District, Almaty Region, including excavations at Mound 8 of the
«Esik» burial ground, as well as the identification and study of petroglyphs in Kegen District.

In 2024, specialists from the Shaanxi Provincial Institute of Archaeology in Xi’an (PRC),
conducted a condition survey of valuable items in the collection of the «Esik» Museum-Reserve.
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The survey established the need to clean and restore many metal objects. In 2025, conservation and
restoration work were carried out on 50 inventory items made of metal, textile, ceramic, and bone,
using specialized tools and modern methods. The work included cleaning, joining fragments,
shaping, bonding, smoothing, applying protective coating, and color matching. At the same time,
chief artist D. Bektemirov, the chief curator E. Aitkulova, and the researcher Kh. Munkebayev
undertook practical training and enhanced their professional skills. The joint work of the two sides
is an important example of international partnership in the preservation of archaeological and
historical heritage. It represents not only scientific cooperation, but also a responsible step aimed at
protecting the shared historical and cultural heritage of the Eurasian region.

More than 45 scholarly articles have been published on the Archaeological complex Rakhat,
the majority of them joint works by Kazakh and Chinese specialists. In addition, with the
sponsorship of the Shaanxi Provincial Institute of Archaeology, the five-year Report Album of the
«Esik» Museum-Reserve was published [Esik-albom, 2020]. The Report Album broadly presents
the results of research cooperation between the two countries.

On 23 October 2025, the «Esik» Museum-Reserve, together with the Shaanxi Provincial
Institute of Archaeology (PRC), held the «V1 Issyk Readings» International Scientific and Practical
Conference, themed this year: «International Research in Archaeology: Experience, Results, and
Priority Areas». The conference was dedicated to the 55th anniversary of the discovery of the
Golden Man, the 15th anniversary of the establishment of the «Esik» Museum-Reserve, and the
90th anniversary of the birth of the archaeologist B. Nurmukhanbetov. Following the conference, a
scholarly collection was published with the sponsorship of the Shaanxi Provincial Institute of
Archaeology (PRC) [Mukhtarova, Aitkul, 2025: 316]. In 2025, a monograph was published based
on the results of archaeological research conducted at the Archaeological complex Rakhat between
2012 and 2025 [VI Esik oqulary, 2025].

On 28 September 2023, the exhibition «A Prosperous World on the Path of Partnership:
Cooperation Exhibition Dedicated to the 10" Anniversary of the Belt and Road Initiative» opened
in the Forbidden City palace complex, also known as Gugong, in Beijing, the capital of China (Fig.
4).

The exhibition displayed 23 valuable items from the collection of the State Historical and
Cultural Museum-Reserve «Esik» of the Ministry of Culture and Information of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. These included original ceramic vessels dating to the V—IV centuries BC (the Saka
period), found near the Golden Man, as well as artefacts discovered during joint Kazakhstan-China
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archaeological excavations. Alongside the Kazakh items, the exhibition presented more than 80
items from China, Uzbekistan, and the United Arab Emirates.

In September 2023, an exhibition entitled «The Rakhat Site: Results of Archaeological
Research in 2017-2022» was organized in the temporary exhibition hall of the «Esik» Museum-
Reserve. The exhibition offered visitors a chance to see the finds recovered from the territory of the
Rakhat site from the mid-twentieth century to the present day, as well as artefacts discovered
through archaeological research. These materials reflect the life, worldview, rituals, and history of
the communities that created diverse cultures from the Stone Age to the late medieval period. The
exhibition also included osteological materials, drawings and photographs of burial complexes, and
a collection of joint scholarly articles.

In 2023-2024, the PRC television channel Shaanxi TV News produced a documentary film
titled «The Golden Man of the Silk Road: «Issyk» — In Search of the Saka Horde» as part of the
Chang’an — «Esik» China-Kazakhstan Joint Archaeological New Achievements Project. The film is
dedicated to the joint archaeological expedition conducted at the Archaeological complex Rakhat. It
engagingly presents the progress of joint archaeological research by the scholars of the two
countries. Viewers can learn about the Saka-Wusun culture of Zhetysu, the structure of Saka-
Wusun mounds, the pristine nature and archaeological monuments of Zhetysu, its historical and
cultural heritage, and the state of its research. The premiere of the 50-minute documentary took
place on 31 December 2024 on Shaanxi TV News in the PRC. The film was translated into Kazakh
and shown on the newly established Qonaev Media TV channel of Almaty Region.

On 25 April 2023, the General Assembly of the Alliance for Cultural Heritage in Asia was
held in Xi’an, PRC. As part of the event, the Collaborative Research Center for Archaeology of the
Silk Roads (CRCASR) was officially opened with Northwest University (PRC) designated as its
executive institution. The CRCASR was established on China’s initiative in cooperation with the
five countries of Central Asia (Fig. 5). It operates as an open international platform aimed at
developing archaeological research, protecting cultural heritage, promoting cultural exchange, and
training specialists. Professor Zhao Rong was elected Director of the CRCASR.
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On 14 October 2024, the first branch of the CRCASR in Central Asia was opened in
Kazakhstan, specifically at the «Esik» Museum-Reserve [Qazagstan Respublikasy Madeniiet zhane
aqgparat ministrligi, 2025].

The branch operates within the framework of international cooperation and works to study,
preserve, and promote archaeological and historical-cultural heritage monuments along the Silk
Road. G. Mukhtarova was appointed the Kazakh representative of the center, while Ding Yan was
appointed as the Chinese representative.

The joint Kazakh-Chinese research work will continue. Research plans for the coming years
have been approved. These also include the museification of Mound Ne 8 in the «Esik» burial
ground, the creation of an exhibition for the new building of the State Historical and Cultural
Museum-Reserve «Esik» called «Issyk Visit-Centre» under construction, and the development of
the Archaeological Map of Almaty Region.

The Kazakhstan-China joint archaeological research conducted at the Archaeological
complex Rakhat has demonstrated an effective model of interdisciplinary and transnational
scientific cooperation in contemporary archaeology. Research under the Belt and Road Initiative
has made it possible to consider archaeological heritage not merely as an individual monument, but
as a component of a broader historical and cultural space. In this respect, the Archaeological
complex Rakhat is an important scientific object for studying the social structure, settlement
system, burial traditions, and cultural continuity of ancient societies in the Zhetysu region. The
archaeological materials identified within the territory of the complex reveal the continuous cultural
development of the region from the Bronze Age to the medieval period and provide a basis for
rethinking the processes of urbanization and the interaction between nomadic and sedentary cultures
in Zhetysu.
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Conclusion. The results of stratigraphic, typological, and comparative analyses of
archaeological data make it possible to demonstrate the special place of the Rakhat complex within
the system of regional historical processes. At the same time, the conservation, restoration,
digitization, and museification work carried out within the framework of international scientific
cooperation has paved the way for the introduction of modern theoretical and practical principles of
archaeological heritage preservation. This, in turn, strengthens the scientific paradigm of cultural
heritage research and preservation and allows issues of historical and cultural integration in Central
Asia to be considered at a new methodological level. Future comprehensive and interdisciplinary
study of the Archaeological complex Rakhat will contribute to a deeper understanding of cultural
links between Eurasian civilizations, of historical communications along the Silk Road, and of the
historical and cultural dynamics of the Zhetysu region.

DUTCH PAINTING OF THE 16TH-19TH CENTURIES IN THE COLLECTION
OF THE AZERBAIJAN NATIONAL MUSEUM OF ART
M.T. Abbasova
Azerbaijan National Museum of Art (Baku, Azerbaijan)

Abstract. This article is dedicated to the scholarly study of Dutch painting samples held in
the Western Europe collection of the Azerbaijan National Museum of Art. Works from the 16th—
19th centuries represent the main genres of the Dutch Golden Age school — portrait, landscape,
still life, and genre scene — at a high artistic level. The study examines the origin of the works,
genre characteristics, technical and aesthetic parameters, as well as principles of their presentation
in museum exhibitions. Through the works of Frans Hals, Pieter Claesz, Adriaen van Ostade,
Michiel van Mierevelt, Caspar Netscher, and Juriaan van Streeck, the harmony of light and shadow
in Dutch realism, careful attention to detail, the traditions of psychological portraiture, and the
artistic depiction of everyday life are analyzed. The museum collection provides important
scholarly material for studying the stages of development in Dutch painting, the socio-cultural
context of the 17th century, and the features of the European realist school. The study contributes
both to expanding Western European research within Azerbaijani art scholarship and to forming a
new perspective on Dutch art in Azerbaijan's museum environment.

Research materials and methods. To analyze the collection of Dutch painting of the 16th—
19th centuries in the Azerbaijan National Museum of Art, visual, comparative, and historical-
stylistic analysis methods were applied. Original paintings, museum catalogues, and scholarly
publications were examined. The genre, technique, color palette, and compositional features of the
artworks were systematically studied. The obtained data were compared with Western European
collections in order to identify the unique characteristics of the collection of the Azerbaijan National
Museum of Art.

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MUSEUM AND TOURISM TOKENS AS AN INSTRUMENT FOR POPULARIZING
THE CULTURAL HERITAGE OF KAZAKHSTAN
A.A. Masheyeva

Abstract. Since the independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the issuance of
commemorative coins by the National Bank of Kazakhstan has become an important instrument for
preserving historical memory, promoting national culture, and developing the country’s domestic
numismatic school. Kazakhstan’s collectible coins have gained international recognition due to
their high artistic quality, the use of modern minting technologies, and the representation of the
state’s historical and cultural heritage. At the same time, limited mintages and their primary
orientation toward the numismatic community restrict the potential of such products within the
sphere of mass cultural and tourism interaction.

The article examines museum and tourism tokens as an instrument for promoting the
cultural heritage of Kazakhstan and as an element of museum practice. It analyzes international
experience in the use of tourist tokens in museums, historical centers, and tourist routes across
Europe. Particular attention is paid to tokens as commemorative metal objects possessing collectible
value and contributing to the preservation of cultural memory. The article considers the
development of Kazakhstan’s national numismatic school, as well as the prospects for applying
minting technologies within the museum industry. The publication aims to draw the attention of the
museum community to the possibilities of using souvenir and collectible products for promoting
historical and cultural heritage and developing collecting culture.

Materials and Research Methods. The research materials included publications on
museology, cultural tourism, contemporary numismatics, and museum activities, as well as
materials from international museum and tourism projects using metal tourist tokens as elements of
cultural infrastructure. The study uses materials from the official websites of international museum
and numismatic organizations, including Monnaie de Paris and the Belgian company National
Tokens, as well as publications devoted to cultural tourism, museum communication, and
contemporary numismatics.

The research is also based on the author’s professional experience in the field of
Kazakhstan’s national numismatics, including co-authorship of the study “Kazakhstan Production:
Coin Products,” published in the journal Economic Review of the National Bank of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in 2018. Structural-logical, comparative, comparative-historical, and descriptive
analysis methods were applied in the study.

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TYPOLOGY, ARTISTIC FEATURES, AND SEMANTICS OF
TRADITIONAL KAZAKH SADDLES

Abstract. This article examines the typological, artistic, and semantic characteristics of
traditional Kazakh saddles and horse equipment preserved in the collections of the Aktobe Regional
Museum of History and Local Lore (ARMHL). The study provides a scholarly analysis of several
saddle types represented in the museum collection, including the dyrek bas er (duck-head saddle),
gozyquiyryq er (lamb-tail saddle), shoshagq bas er (pointed-head saddle), a bone-decorated
children's saddle, and saddlecloths. Their structural features, manufacturing techniques, and artistic
decoration are analyzed. The meanings and symbolism of ornamental motifs and decorative
elements are identified, demonstrating their connection with the worldview, social relations, and
spiritual values of the Kazakh people. The results reveal the continuity of artistic traditions in
saddle-making that trace their origins to the Scythian-Saka, Turkic, and early nomadic cultures. The
horse equipment preserved in the museum collection is evaluated as an important historical and
ethnographic source for studying Kazakh equestrian culture and traditional craftsmanship.

The purpose of the article is to systematize the typology of saddle models from the museum
collection, classifying them based on their design features, manufacturing technology, and artistic
decoration, while simultaneously analyzing the semantic meaning of each model-specifically, the
symbolic meanings conveyed through its ornamentation, shape, and material — to determine its
place within the spiritual and cultural landscape of the Kazakh people.

Research materials and methods. The primary research materials consisted of traditional
Kazakh saddles and horse equipment preserved in the collections of the Aktobe Regional Museum
of History and Local Lore. The objects of study included the iiyrek bas er, qozyquiyryq er, shoshaq
bas er, a bone-decorated children's saddle, and examples of saddlecloths. Museum archival records
and ethnographic literature were also utilized. The research employed historical-ethnographic,
typological, comparative, and semantic methods of analysis. The typological approach enabled the
classification of objects according to their structural and decorative characteristics, while
comparative analysis helped identify their historical continuity. Semantic analysis was used to
reveal the symbolic meanings embedded in ornamental motifs. The materials, dimensions,
decorative features, and technical characteristics of the objects were examined comprehensively,
allowing them to be evaluated as valuable historical and ethnographic sources for the study of
Kazakh equestrian culture and traditional handicrafts.

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DIGITIZATION OF MUSEUM COLLECTIONS IN KAZAKHSTAN:
SYSTEMIC PROBLEMS AND INTEGRATED APPROACHES

Abstract. The article examines the current state of digitization of museum collection data in
Kazakhstan, the main systemic problems of this process, and ways to integrate such data into a
unified scientific and information space. The purpose of the study is to conduct a comprehensive
analysis of domestic museum digitization practices in comparison with international experience and
to substantiate scientific and methodological directions for developing a museum data space.
Although current regulatory documents contain basic accounting and descriptive information about
museum objects, they do not provide for a specific organization of museum information in the form
of a complete semantic model. Specifically, the restoration history of a museum object, changes in
its state of conservation over time, its relationship to scientific literature, typological or historical
connections with other museum objects, and contextual relationships such as person, event, place,
and period are not systematized as fully structured data. Furthermore, although a 300 dpi resolution
requirement is specified for photographs, the procedure for multi-angle scientific photo
documentation, background, lighting, scale bar, color scale, file name, metadata, and long-term
digital storage are not clearly regulated.

In this regard, it is important to analyze the Kazakh regulatory framework in comparison
with international standards for museum documentation and data modeling. In addition, the study
found that systematic integration between existing information systems remains insufficient, while
terminological consistency and semantic structuring have not yet been fully established. The study
concludes that simply converting museum data into electronic format is not sufficient; such data
should be organized through persistent identifiers, controlled vocabularies, semantic links, and
mechanisms for intersystem data exchange. As an effective direction for addressing these issues, the
article proposes a conceptual model of a centralized national museum data portal aligned with the
CIDOC CRM standard and based on the principle of “single input — multiple use.”

Research materials and methods. The study applies the methods of comparative analysis,
content analysis, structural-functional analysis, and qualitative empirical analysis. The empirical
base includes the author’s experience in collection storage and work with the E-museum platform at
the Otyrar Museum-Reserve, a qualitative survey consisting of 12 questions conducted among 7
museum-reserves, materials from the author’s targeted professional inquiry among responsible
specialists from 35 museums and museum-reserves at the republican and regional levels, and the
results of analyzing the E-museum interface. The findings show that in the museums and museum-
reserves covered by the study, digitization in many cases remains primarily at the level of electronic
accounting; among the 35 museums and museum-reserves covered by the inquiry, 15 use an
automated information system (AIS), while 20 institutions do not use such a system on a regular
basis.

Abstract. This article examines the role and significance of mobile exhibitions in the
cultural and educational activities of museums. The relevance of the study is determined by the
growing need to promote the national historical and cultural heritage, improve forms of interaction
between museums and society, and ensure equal access to cultural values and museum collections
for various groups of the population, including residents of remote settlements.

The purpose of the study is to determine the place of mobile exhibitions in the cultural and
educational activities of museums and to analyze their effectiveness in promoting historical and
cultural heritage.

The study explores the experience of the project of the «Pottery Craft in the Kazakh
Steppe», organized by the Aktobe Regional Museum of History and Local Lore. Particular attention
is paid to the organization of the exhibition and workshops conducted within the framework of the
project, audience outreach, cultural and educational effectiveness, and the project's significance in
increasing visitors’ interest in historical heritage.

The research findings demonstrate that mobile exhibitions contribute to expanding the
geographical scope of museum activities, engaging diverse social groups, and promoting national
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values. The article is intended for museum professionals, historians, ethnographers, cultural studies
scholars, as well as a broad readership interested in traditional Kazakh crafts and historical heritage.

Research materials and methods. The study is based on reports and statistical data from
the Aktobe Regional Museum of History and Local Lore. A review of scholarly literature on
museology, museum pedagogy, and cultural communication was conducted.

The research employed descriptive, comparative, and analytical methods.

THE ROLE OF UZBEKALI DZHANIBEKOV IN THE ESTABLISHMENT OF
THE MUSEUM OF FOLK MUSICAL INSTRUMENTS
Z.S. Zhakisheva

Abstract. The initiative to gather the treasure trove of ancient Kazakh musical instruments,
which had been lying neglected and forgotten in the museum funds across our vast country, was
implemented at the state level for the first time through the vision and project of the state and public
figure, ethnographer Uzbekali Zhanibekov (1931-1998). Among the multifaceted works of this
prominent figure, one particular achievement that has remained unrecognized, unwritten, and even
unacknowledged by some to this day is U. Zhanibekov’s role in establishing the history of the
creation and development of the Ykhlas Museum of Folk Musical Instruments.

This year marks the 45th anniversary of the founding of this museum, which opened its
doors to the public on April 24, 1981. The history of the museum’s establishment originates from
the dedicated efforts of individuals who deeply cared for the spiritual and cultural heritage of our
people. Having weathered many historical milestones, the museum has now become a source of
national pride and an internationally recognized cultural center. In this article, the author examines
U. Zhanibekov’s role in shaping the history of the foundation and development of the Ykhlas
Museum of Folk Musical Instruments, alongside issues directly related to the history of the cultural
heritage preserved within it. Depending on their specific characteristics, the artifacts of Kazakh
culture in the museum’s collection serve as research subjects for various humanities, including art
history, organology (instrument studies), museology, archaeology, lithophones, dramology, material
culture studies, as well as poetry and religious-ritual principles.
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Research materials and methods. The research sources include scientific works published
in various editions dedicated to the history of the museum and the authentic instruments in its
collection, as well as U. Zhanibekov’s personal notes and the memoirs of his contemporaries. The
professional and organizational contributions of the state and public figure, ethnographer U.
Dzhanibekov, towards establishing the museum were evaluated using the method of analysis.

THE COLLECTION OF THE YKYLAS MUSEUM OF FOLK MUSICAL INSTRUMENTS

Abstract. Folk musical instruments are the basis of the Museum's collection. The article
aims to examine the collection presented in the museum's exposition from a musical and historical
perspective. The main object of the research is the national instrumentation, its role in the genesis of
musical culture of various ethnic groups. The issue of the history of the formation of a collection of
musical instruments as an integral part of the material and spiritual culture of the people is relevant.
The scientific material used in the fields of history, musical archaeology, ethnomusicology,
instrumentology, and folklore studies allows us to present the musical historical heritage, aesthetic
taste, and human perception of the world in a wide range of knowledge.

The collection and preservation of Kazakh folk musical instruments since the mid-19th
century are also discussed, as well as the possibilities for their study and improvement in the 20th
century. Researchers' persistent interest in this topic, which continues to this day, is noted.
Particular attention is given to the Ykylas Museum of Folk Musical Instruments as an important
center for the preservation and promotion of national musical heritage.

The article highlights Ykylas Dukenuly's contribution to the development of Kazakh musical
art, his mastery of performance, and his ability to convey the sounds of nature through folk
instruments. The museum's significance is explored in the context of global museum practices
related to the study and exhibition of folk musical instruments.

Research materials and methods. The source-based and analytical research methods used
in writing the article are based on the chronological structure of the exposition of the Museum of
Folk Musical Instruments. The history of ancient and medieval musical culture based on material
monuments is represented by musical archeology materials. In the course of the work, special
literature was used, as well as materials from international scientific and practical conferences.

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CULTUROLOGICAL ASPECTS OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF ACADEMIC SPEECH
(Based on russian as a foreign language)

Abstract. This article examines the development of academic communication skills among
Azerbaijani students in Russian as a Foreign Language (RFL) classes in a multicultural educational
environment. Particular attention is paid to linguistic dialogue as a crucial mechanism for
intercultural interaction, ensuring not only the acquisition of norms of academic discourse but also
the inclusion of students in the space of a different academic culture.

The author analyzes the specifics of perceiving educational material and constructing oral
and written statements, identifying the influence of culturally conditioned cognitive models on
argumentation methods, the organization of logical connections, and communication strategies.
Characteristics noted include the predominance of descriptive presentation, the use of established
linguistic formulas, the use of emotional and evaluative elements, and a tendency to soften the
categorical nature of statements.

The article presents methodological techniques aimed at developing academic
communication skills: visualizing text structure, step-by-step modeling of argumentation,
discussion and role-playing practices, the use of checklists for self-reflection, and various forms of
feedback. It is emphasized that developing academic and scientific speech requires the development
of analytical and critical thinking, the ability to adapt one's speech to the requirements of various
genres of scientific communication, and a readiness to independently create scientific texts.

The publication demonstrates a cultural studies approach to teaching academic speech,
based on the recognition of the value of linguistic and cultural diversity. The development of
communicative competence is viewed as a process of intercultural dialogue that promotes mutual
understanding, academic mobility, and the successful integration of students into a multicultural
educational environment.

Materials and research methods. The study is based on culturological and linguodidactic
approaches. The research materials included students’ written academic texts, oral responses
produced in RFL classes, as well as instructional tasks and methodological guidelines used in the
teaching process. Comparative-typological, discourse, and functional methods were applied in the
analysis. A structural-semantic analysis of texts was conducted to identify the specific features of
academic speech organization. Instances of cultural interference were identified through qualitative
description and systematization of typical speech difficulties. The data obtained made it possible to
establish a correlation between the cultural type of thinking and the patterns of academic
argumentation.

Abstract. This article examines the cultural and historical commonalities between the
Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples, which developed over centuries of coexistence and ethnocultural
interaction. Particular attention is paid to the similarities in traditional rituals, customs, oral folklore,
literary traditions, and other elements of the spiritual and material culture of these two closely
related peoples. Over a long historical period, favorable conditions for interethnic contacts
developed in the Kazakh-Kyrgyz ethnocontact zone, including areas of mixed settlement, which
contributed to the development of unique historical and cultural processes and the formation of
stable cultural ties.

The intensity of cultural and linguistic interactions between the Kazakhs and Kyrgyz was
determined by the specific socioeconomic developments, historical conditions of different eras,
state national policies, and a number of other factors. At the same time, their shared origins,
linguistic similarities, and similar ideological perspectives allowed the two peoples to maintain
historical and cultural unity and continue to develop shared traditions in modern times.

The study is based on comparative and typological methods, the analysis of historical and
cultural artifacts, and ethnographic fieldwork. Its primary goal is to study, preserve, and promote
the cultural heritage of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples. The scientific and practical significance of
this work lies in its contribution to expanding humanities knowledge about the history and culture
of the two peoples, as well as to updating the values of the shared Turkic cultural heritage. The
results obtained contribute to a deeper understanding of intercultural interaction and the
preservation of the historical memory of the peoples of Central Asia.

Research materials and methods. The study utilized methods of comparative analysis and
interpretation of elements of the historical and cultural heritage of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples.
An important source of research was the results of ethnographic field expeditions conducted in the
Akmola region, which allowed for the identification of the ethnocultural identity of the Kyrgyz
people living in Kazakhstan. Furthermore, an analysis of ethnographic collections and cultural
artifacts housed in local museums was conducted.

Particular attention is given to a comparative analytical study of traditional rituals and social
practices characteristic of both peoples, including the customs of "siiyonshi" ("suyunchi”) and
"korumdik" (gift for viewing), as well as the study of jewelry, traditional clothing, and musical
instruments. These cultural phenomena were examined taking into account both their common
Turkic foundations and local characteristics reflecting the specific historical development of each
people.

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Introduction. The cultural, economic, and economic relations between the Kazakh and
Kyrgyz peoples have been bringing the two nations closer together in terms of ethnic and cultural
relations for centuries. The similarities in their language and cultural traditions have influenced their
mutual cooperation and cultural ties [Yener, Yavuz, 2020].

Today, there are many similar attributes in the national clothing styles, folk art, patterns and
ornaments, and methods of economic management common to both peoples. Such spiritual
heritages of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples as the Nauryz holiday, jewelry art, kokpar, jamby atu,
kyz kuu, and others hold special significance.

The historical-territorial, social, political, and other aspects of the lifestyle of the Kazakh or
Kyrgyz ethnic groups have allowed them to preserve certain national characteristics in their cultural
components. In particular, the nomadic Kazakh people’s habitation in mountainous and mostly vast
steppe areas, and the formation of the Kyrgyz ethnic group in mountainous regions, have
comprehensively influenced the living conditions of both peoples.

Nevertheless, today it is possible to comparatively observe the patterns of development of
various conditions for the development of the culture of the two peoples, and to consider their
traditional and modern, including oral and written culture, as part of the general problems of the
history and culture of Turkic peoples.

Among the Turkic peoples of common origin, the number of researchers studying the
spiritual heritage of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples is clearly not decreasing, but increasing day by
day. This is primarily closely related to the written literature of the two countries. Many scientific
studies have been conducted on this topic. Among them, the topic of Kyrgyz-Kazakh literary
relations was covered in the scientific works of Khalil Bapaev (1975), Kyrgyz-Kazakh folklore by
Batma Kebekova (1982), Kyrgyz-Kazakh poetic creativity by Abdildan Akmataliev (1985),
Chingiz Aitmatov and Kyrgyz-Kazakh literary relations by academician Abdildazhan Akmataliev
(1981), the diversity of Kazakh-Kyrgyz literary relations, Mukhtar Auezov and the great Kyrgyz
writers by Bolot Akmatov (2000-2005), the literature of the difficult period of Kazakh-Kyrgyz
poets from the point of view of Baurzhan Omaruly (2005), and others.

Description of the Material. The ethnocultural relations between the Kazakh and Kyrgyz
peoples and the development of spiritual heritage common to both countries in various periods were
studied. For the study of the topic, 14 heritage items from Kazakhstan and 6 from Kyrgyzstan
included in UNESCO’s Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity were
considered. The monograph «Shogan and Manas» by Alkey Margulan published in 1971, Tursyn
Zhurtbai’s article «Mukhtar Auezov and the Discussion of the Manas Epic», as well as the research
works of scholars such as S. Abramzon, O. Yener, E. Yavuz, S. Akiner, N. Robert, Y. Ozen, R.
Temirgaliyeva, S. Alimkulova, and others were used as the basis.

Discussion. Spiritual Cultural Heritage of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz Peoples

The prominent Kazakh scholar and educator Shogan Ualikhanov was the first in the mid-
19th century to record samples of the «Manas» epic from the mouths of Kyrgyz manaschi
(narrators) and introduce them to the world.

The great Kazakh writer Mukhtar Auezov made a great contribution to the transmission of
the «Manas» epic to the present generation. In Tursyn Zhurtbai’s article «Mukhtar Auezov and the
Discussion of the Manas Epic», it is widely described how the Kazakh writer contributed to
deciding the fate of the «Manasy epic. In the 20th century, M. Auezov fulfilled the proud request of
Kanykei in the epic, who said to her brother-in-law Er Agysh: «Bring back the honor and dignity of
the small Kyrgyz people» [Zhurtbai, 2012].

One of the scholars who paid close attention and conducted in-depth analyses of the
«Manas» epic is Alkey Khakanuly Margulan. The great Kazakh scholar found in the archives a
fragment of the «Manas» epic recorded by Shogan, which Russian and Kyrgyz scholars had been
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searching for for many years. He translated it into Kazakh under the title «The Tale of Koketay,”
published it, and released the Arabic facsimile of the original recorded version as a book.

In his 1971 monograph «Shogan and Manas», Alkey Khakanuly conducted a comparative
study of various versions of the Kyrgyz epic «Manas» and, in his scientific analysis of the hero’s
paternal genealogy, noted that Manas is described in the epic as «sometimes Tobey, sometimes
Nogai (Sagyndai), sometimes Kipchak (Mahmud), sometimes a Sart from Samarkand».

The People’s Writer of Kazakhstan, Hero of Labor of Kazakhstan, statesman and public
figure Abish Kekilbayuly, in his book «At the Turn of Centuries», dedicated an article titled «The
Ancient Epic Passed Down from Ancestors» to the millennium of the «Manas Batyr» epic. In it, he
expressed heartfelt words of gratitude that such a wonderful wise epic exists in the world, that there
is a generous people who memorize and sing it everywhere, and that there is a new generation that
will honor and cherish it [Kekilbayuly, 2012].

Folklorist and ethnographer Akselu Seidimbek wrote: «Why, to this day, do more than forty
Turkic-speaking peoples from the Yellow River (Huang He) in the east to the Mediterranean Sea in
the west understand each other without translators? It is well known that after the Turkic Khaganate
(6th—8th centuries) and the time of Genghis Khan, these forty or so peoples did not unite politically.
Why are common Turkic heroes the main characters in the famous «Manas» epic? And how can we
explain to the current generation why such kui (instrumental pieces) as «Korkyt», «Aksak Kulany,
«El Ayrylgany, etc. are performed among Kazakhs, Kyrgyz, Karakalpaks, Turkmens, and others?»
[Seidimbek, 2010:8].

Today, the contribution of the Kazakh manaschi Bayangali Alimzhanov to the revival and
popularization of the «Manas» epic — which has become the treasure not only of the Kyrgyz people
but of all Turkic countries and humanity as a whole — is significant. Bayangali, the only manaschi
from a non-Kyrgyz nation, prepared the «Manas. Semetey. Seytek» epic in the Kazakh version,
narrated the trilogy about Manas, his son Semetey, and grandson Seytek in prose, translated it into
Kazakh, and published it as a book.

In addition, we can rightly say that the material values that spiritually bring the Kazakh and
Kyrgyz peoples closer together are also important.

One of them is the yurt (in Kyrgyz — boz uy). In 2015, by the decision of the Committee for
the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage at UNESCO headquarters in Paris, it was
approved as a «Symbol of Family and Hospitality», confirming that it is an integral part of the
unique identity of both peoples.

Another unique intangible cultural heritage common to the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples is
the art of aytys (improvisational poetry contest). The roots of Kazakh-Kyrgyz aytys art go deep.
Looking at its history, famous akyns of the Zhetysu region such as Suyinbay, Sarybas, Maikot,
Bakytbay, Kulmambet, Maylykozha, Zhambyl, Kenen, and others were honored guests at feasts and
gatherings in Kyrgyz land and participated in aytys. This is evidenced by the aytys of
improvisational poets whose names are written in golden letters in the history of oral literature of
both countries: Suyinbay and Katagan, Kantarbay and Arystanbek, Zhambyl and Balyk, Zhambyl
and Molda Bagysh, etc. Today, the aytys between Suyinbay and Katagan, performed by the
Honored Worker of Kazakhstan, zhyrau Akan Abdualiev, is widely spread among the people.

The Nauryz holiday, which is common to the peoples of Central Asia, including the Kyrgyz
and Kazakhs, is celebrated with special respect in both countries.

The national dish «zhuka nan» (thin bread) and the intellectual game togyzqumalag (in
Kyrgyz — togyzkorgool) are also common assets of both nations.

From September 8 to 13, 2024, the World Nomadic Games were held in our capital, Astana,
aimed at developing the ethnosport and ethnocultural movement as part of the heritage of human
civilization.
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The international event on ethnic sports, first conceived and implemented in the Kyrgyz
Republic, was hosted by Kyrgyzstan three times in a row and elevated to the world level. Turkey
then continued it, and after 10 years, the right to host the Nomadic Games was transferred to
Kazakhstan.

In 2014, 583 athletes from 19 countries participated in 10 sports at the competition held in
Cholpon-Ata. In Astana, under the slogan «The Great Steppe’s Thunder», 2,430 athletes from 89
countries competed in 21 sports for a total of 97 medal sets (581 medals). In the «Nomads’ Village»
ethno-village spread over 10 hectares near the capital, the native culture and traditions of the
Kazakh people and other participating countries were presented to the general public.

The spiritual heritage common to the two countries mentioned above demonstrates our
closeness and is included in UNESCO’s Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of
Humanity. Currently, there are 14 heritage items from Kazakhstan and 6 from Kyrgyzstan in
UNESCQO’s Representative List.

In the territories of both states, measures to preserve the intangible cultural heritage
elements belonging to each are regulated by relevant normative legal acts.

Ethnocultural relations between the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples have risen to a new level,
further bringing the two countries closer together.

Friendly and partnership relations have been established between the Assemblies of the two
states, and constant support is provided to the Kazakh and Kyrgyz ethnic groups living in the
territories of the countries. Within the framework of the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan, the
«Association of Kyrgyz People of Kazakhstan» (chairman — Sh. Ismailov), which has republican
status, and its regional branches in 11 regions of the country (Astana, Almaty, Shymkent, Zhambyl,
Akmola, Kostanay, Mangystau, Kyzylorda, North Kazakhstan, Pavlodar, Karagandy) are operating
successfully. In addition, two Sunday schools are operating, and the necessary educational materials
for them are provided from the state budget.

According to official data from the demographic statistics published on April 22, 2024, by
the Bureau of National Statistics of the Agency for Strategic Planning and Reforms of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, 38,596 people of Kyrgyz ethnicity live in our country.

Also, according to the results of the national census conducted in 2022 by the National
Statistics Committee of the Kyrgyz Republic, 36,854 representatives of the Kazakh ethnic group
live in the country.

In the course of preparing this research article, we met with Maral Kazhykenkyzy
Zhakypova, a representative of the Kyrgyz ethnic group living in our country, a language advocate,
and a cultural figure. She previously served as director of the Akmola Regional Kazakh Music
Drama Theater named after Shakhmet Khusainov, head of the Akmola Region Language
Development Department, and head of the Secretariat of the Akmola Regional Assembly of the
People of Kazakhstan. We conducted an interview with her about the ethnocultural characteristics
of the Kyrgyz in Kazakhstan.

In general, there are many similarities between the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples; the
appearance and facial features of the two nations are also very similar. The striking similarities in
the everyday life of the two peoples are a separate topic. According to Maral Kazhykenkyzy, in the
territory of Kazakhstan there live Old Kyrgyz, New Kyrgyz, Rich Kyrgyz, Saru Kyrgyz, and
Kuschi Kyrgyz.

Maral Kazhykenkyzy said that she is a descendant of the Saru Kyrgyz. Her ancestors, who
were the first to migrate to Kazakh land, were tall, fair-skinned with blue eyes, and had a sharp
tongue like a needle. Later, due to mixing with the local population and language, they began to be
called Saru Kyrgyz (Fig.1).

As part of a peace agreement, a Kyrgyz manap transferred a Kyrgyz village to Abylai Khan.
On his return journey from Alatau to Arka, Abylai Khan left three to four Kyrgyz families in
Kazakh villages along the way as ‘amanats’ ((hostages).). Later, these Kyrgyz came to be known as
‘tolenghits’ and also faithfully served the cause of unifying the three Kazakh juzes (hordes).

Old Kyrgyz are the Kyrgyz who have lived in this land since the time of their ancestors.

The term «Bai Kyrgyz» refers to the young men of one Kyrgyz lineage who, after clashing
and arguing with their relatives over land, had to migrate to Kazakh territory. They came from the
Alatau region with all their wealth and livestock, and were therefore called «Bai Kyrgyz».

Thus, if you look around today, you will meet descendants of the Kyrgyz ethnic group in
every region of our country. They all speak fluent Kazakh, are registered as Kazakhs in their
identity documents, but in their deep origin they do not belong to the Kazakh lineage and do not
know their roots.

We also recorded from the words of Maral Kazhykenkyzy, who carries the spiritual heritage
that has passed from generation to generation without losing the peculiarities of the culture and
spirituality of the two nations, various information about «karym kaktay» and «karynga sary may
salyp» (putting yellow butter on the stomach), boiling «ezhigey kurt», making «kospa» from red
irimshik (cottage cheese), the national headdress of Kyrgyz men «aibyr kalpak» and women’s
clothing, as well as the «attergeu» tradition and «bata beru» (giving blessings).
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Features of the Kazakh-Kyrgyz Spiritual Cultural Heritage

Scientific literature contains many sources covering various aspects of the history, life,
economy, and culture of the Kyrgyz people, as well as their relationship with the Kazakh people.
Among them: «The ethnic history of the Kyrgyz in Central Asia, South Siberia, and Central Asia, in
the steppe space of present-day Kazakhstan, was formed in various connections with the ethnic
processes taking place there, and it cannot be considered without these relations» [Abramzon,
1990].

There are many similarities in the history of the two peoples, since they «belong to the same
ethnogenetic and ethnolinguistic family, to the same Islamic confessional community, and share
common spiritual values. For many centuries they lived in direct contact with each other»
(Community of Cultural Values of Turkic Peoples).

Indeed, as mentioned above, the manifestations of the linguistic tradition and folklore life of
the Kyrgyz serve as the basis for bringing the poetic creativity of the two peoples closer together. In
turn, as representatives of related Turkic peoples, although the folklore traditions of Kazakhs and
Kyrgyz are closely connected, each country also has its own unique features. Despite going through
various historical periods, both peoples have preserved their oral folk art, which includes fairy tales,
songs, legends, and rich traditions passed down from generation to generation.

Today, the oral literature (epics, aytys), folklore, and traditions formed in the conditions of
nomadic life of the two Turkic-speaking peoples demonstrate their historical and cultural closeness.

In addition, the hospitality culture of the two peoples, which also includes a number of
customs — generosity, respect, and goodwill towards guests — is an important historical heritage that
has survived to this day. Traditional national games such as baiga (horse racing), wrestling, kokpar,
and others also have common origins.

Kazakhs and Kyrgyz have not lost their cultural values and uniqueness; they have managed
to preserve and maintain the continuity between the past and the present. Therefore, today the
traditions and culture of the two nations “form the framework of national cultural values manifested
in values» [Ozen, 2013: 1-14].

In the traditional economy, lifestyle, daily life, culture, and art of the Kyrgyz, there are
similarities with the folk life of the Kazakhs in certain areas. A number of our customs, in particular
those related to the tradition of «placing the baby in the cradle» (in Kyrgyz «beshik»), have
common origins (Fig. 2, 3). The «cradle» («beshik») played a major role in the traditions of nomads
related to the human life cycle. The «beshik» was not only a dwelling for a newborn («social and
cultural space»), but also served as a talisman of the Turkic peoples’ female deity Umay Ana (in
Kyrgyz «eney).

The commonality of the traditions of the two peoples regarding a newborn can be seen in the
rituals and customs that are still in use today. «Placing the baby in the cradle» includes a number of
joyful rituals dedicated to the child’s birth. The baby’s first food was baked «yellow butter», and
the first clothing was a specially sewn «it koynok» (in Kazakh «it koylek» — dog shirt). In this way,
the dog’s endurance and vitality were symbolically given to the child, and rituals were performed
for the baby to have a happy, long, and healthy life.

«The announcement of the birth of a child is called «siiylinchii» (in Kazakh — «siiyinshi»),
its direct meaning is joy, and the subsequent tradition of giving a gift to the person who brings the
news is called «balany korii aqysy» in the form of «koriimdiik» (in Kazakh — «korimdik»)
[Alimkulova, 2024].

In addition, many other ethnographic objects in museum collections clearly demonstrate the
cultural ties between the two peoples. The value of historical artifacts that reflect the worldview,
aesthetic, and spiritual principles of the people is especially great. It is historically known that
Kazakhs and Kyrgyz, as well as other Turkic peoples, had a wide variety of types and forms of
jewelry.

A comparative and analytical description of Kazakh and Kyrgyz jewelry makes it possible to
identify common features in the types of jewelry items that prove the kindred roots of the two
peoples. For example, examining the common characteristic features of women’s jewelry reveals
similarities in their aesthetic and design features. While traditional necklaces, bracelets, and
earrings are distinguished by a uniform design, one of the unique jewelry items worn by girls on the
forehead is the «shekelik» forehead ornament (Fig. 4, 5). The making of «shekelik» jewelry has
common technical and uniquely aesthetic examples and methods rooted in the traditions of Turkic
peoples.

Kazakh and Kyrgyz women’s use of various types of jewelry shows many similarities in
traditional aesthetic and technical (structure, composition, ornamentation) manufacturing methods.
In this regard, it is written that «Unlike the jewelry of Kyrgyz masters, which differs from Turkmen
and Uzbek masters, there are similarities in the modern jewelry of Kazakh and Kyrgyz masters»
(Jewelry of Central Asia, https://voicesoncentralasia.org/jewelry-of-central-asia-past-and-present-
of-the-art-tradition/).

In general, it is no secret that Kazakh and Kyrgyz jewelry items, characterized by «graceful
lines and rich geometry, delicate openwork», are also well known outside our country [Diba, 2011;
Schletzer & Schletzer, 1983].

Today, there are several Kyrgyz jewelry items donated by residents of Kazakhstan in the
collections of museums in our country. Among them, the «Shekelik» jewelry item (KP 26911/4)
donated by B.S. Naizabekov and Bibigul Naizabekova, residents of the village of Derzhavinsk,
Zharkain district, Akmola region, once made a great contribution to revealing the cultural ties
between the two peoples. Such jewelry made of silver at that time was an important and significant
part of national culture and was closely connected with traditional culture. The technical
characteristics and decoration of these jewelry items can be said to have not only aesthetic value,
but also magical-protective and amuletic-functional properties. For example, in accordance with the
ancient beliefs of Kazakhs and Kyrgyz, jewelry such as «shashbauy», «sholpy», and «shekeli»
protected girls from the evil eye of evil spirits and protected them from their harmful effects
[Abramzon, 1978].

Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples’ traditional lifestyle system considers «the settlement system,
residential buildings, housing equipment, samples of national clothing corresponding to folk
knowledge» as unique attributes and important features of the culture of nomadic peoples [Kazakh
traditional clothing, 2009: 7-9]. Kazakh and Kyrgyz clothing was mostly made from cotton, wool,
felt, as well as leather, suede, and sheepskin materials, as they were very convenient for the harsh
conditions of steppe and mountainous areas. Of course, the clothing of the two peoples also has its
own national characteristics along with many common features.

For example, men’s headdresses — the shape, style, and sewing of the «kalpak» — are similar
(Fig. 6, 7, 8). Most often, the top of the «kalpak» has a shape similar to a semi-sphere with a high
conical top. Such a headdress is usually sewn in the form of a four-wedge circle. The «kalpak» is
decorated with black velvet on the seams and black braided cord on the outside.

In Kazakh tradition, the «murak» — one of the components of the clothing of khans, sultans, and
noble men symbolizing their power and authority — occupies a special place. The structure of the
«murak» is similar to the kalpak, but differs in that its top iS wider and does not taper upwards.
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The «murak» is distinguished by being sewn with golden-silver threads and is used among

the people along with names such as «aibyr kalpak» and «seukele kalpak» [Kazakh traditional
clothing, 2009: 18].

One of the most common long-necked stringed musical instruments among Kazakhs and
Kyrgyz is the «dombyra» and «komuz» (Fig. 9, 10). It should be noted that these instruments are
similar in typology to the musical instruments of Turkic peoples, including the Azerbaijani
«gopuz», Bashkir «dombyra», Turkish «kopuz», Kumyk «agach-kumuz», Khakas «khomysy,
Yakut «tang syr», etc.

In addition, the singers and musicians of the two peoples have preserved from ancient times
the improvisational and especially distinctive folk poetic art of the akyns — «aitys» (in Kyrgyz —
«aytysh»). This art continues to be widely used at festivals, concerts, and, of course, in the
performances of akyns.

The nomadic way of life of the two countries left many common features in their culture.
Felt products served as an important object of material culture in the life of nomadic peoples. These
include carpets (rugs, bedding), yurt coverings, «shashbau», «baskur», yurt wall and dome
coverings, horse equipment, and others. Felt products performed not only a utilitarian function in
the daily life of nomads, but also an aesthetic one [Thompson & Thomas, 2008].

Along with this, topics such as the peculiarities of the daily material culture of the peoples of
Central Asia (particularly Kazakhs and Kyrgyz), especially the steppe pastoral economy, beliefs,
types of art and lifestyle, as well as social and ethnic composition, and historical-cultural
experience, have been studied not only in the works of domestic researchers but also in the works of
many foreign scholars [Chang, 2018; Chang, et al. 2023, Frachetti, 2012; Akiner, 1995, Schletzer,
1984].

Conclusion. The Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples are fraternal nations whose history of
friendship and cultural cooperation spans many centuries. They have close ties through common
linguistic roots belonging to the Kipchak group of Turkic languages, as well as «interstate
proximity and many centuries of shared history» [Temirgaliyev; Urmanbetova, 2021].

The economic activities and living conditions of the Kazakh or Kyrgyz ethnic groups share
similar principles (nomadic dwelling — yurt, nomadic lifestyle, etc.). However, they differ in that the
Kazakh ethnic group was mostly formed in the steppe plains of Central Asia, while the Kyrgyz
people formed in mountainous areas.

In general, the customs, traditions, and rituals of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples, formed
over thousands of years, are being adapted and revived in new conditions, and ethnocultural ties are
strengthening year by year. Over the more than 30 years of interstate relations between the two
countries, cooperation in the field of culture has established itself as one of the important areas for
further development.

TRADITIONAL SYMBOLISM OF ANCIENT TURKESTAN AS A SEMIOTIC
RESOURCE IN THE FORMATION OF AN AUTHORIAL FASHION COLLECTION

Abstract. This article explores the traditional symbolism of Ancient Turkestan as a semiotic
resource in contemporary fashion design. It examines the transformation of the region's historical
and cultural symbols into elements of a distinctive design language. A semiotic and cultural-
historical approach is employed, allowing for the analysis of clothing as a system of signs
conveying meanings and cultural codes. Based on an analysis of the architectural heritage, ethnic
decorative motifs, and historical artifacts of Turkestan, a unique collection is created in which
traditional forms, patterns, and colors are adapted to a contemporary design context. Particular
attention is paid to methods of visually interpreting historical motifs, including fabric aging
techniques, the use of textures, and the reinterpretation of decorative elements. This work
demonstrates the potential for integrating local cultural codes into contemporary fashion design,
promoting the preservation of cultural identity through artistic practice.

Research materials and methods. To explore the traditional symbolism of Ancient
Turkestan as a semiotic resource in contemporary fashion design, architectural heritage materials,
ethnic decorative motifs, historical artifacts, and traditional elements of Kazakh clothing were used.
The methods included semiotic and cultural-historical analysis, allowing us to consider clothing as
a system of signs and visual codes. The research process included collecting visual and textile
references, analyzing patterns and forms, and developing a signature collection using fabric aging,
texturing, and upcycling techniques. Particular attention was paid to the visual interpretation of
historical motifs and the transformation of traditional symbols into a contemporary design language.
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The use of ethnic patterns and reimagined clothing designs allowed us to identify principles for
integrating local cultural codes into contemporary fashion design, promoting the preservation of
cultural identity.

UZBEKALI ZHANIBEKOV IS A CONNOISSEUR OF THE HISTORY AND CULTURE
OF THE COUNTRY

Abstract. This article is dedicated to the 95th anniversary of the birth of the prominent
Kazakh statesman, public figure, and ethnographer Uzbekali Zhanibekov, who made a substantial
contribution to the study and revival of Kazakhstan’s national history and cultural heritage. The
paper analyzes his scholarly works focused on preserving and promoting traditional Kazakh culture,
including ethnography, decorative and applied arts, architecture, and historical monuments. Special
attention is given to his organizational role in the cultural sphere and his contribution to the
development of museum studies in Kazakhstan.

The article also examines the significance of the cultural reconstructions initiated by U.
Zhanibekov within the courtyard of the Otrar State Archaeological Museum-Reserve, particularly
the “Korzhyn house” (a traditional dwelling type) and the “Tomar kaiyk™ (a dugout boat). These
reconstructed objects serve as important representations of traditional material culture and reflect
efforts to preserve and visually present national heritage. The study concludes that Zhanibekov’s
activities played a crucial role in the process of cultural revival and the strengthening of historical
consciousness in Kazakh society.

Under the guidance of the scholar, numerous historical artifacts were collected, and museum
heritage reflecting national life and traditions was studied and restored. For example, the traditional
Kazakh residential structure — the “Korzhyn house” — and the “Tomar kaiyk” showcase the
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everyday life, culture, and past of the people. In the works of U. Zhanibekov, it is evident that the
scholar made significant efforts to revive national historical consciousness, preserve cultural
heritage, and transmit it to future generations.

Research materials and methods. This study utilized historical and ethnographic research,
employing historical-comparative and analytical methods. A review of scholarly literature,
periodicals, and museum materials was used to examine the works and research of public figure and
statesman Uzbekali Zhanibekov. The significance of Uzbekali Zhanibekov's works was also
assessed through a comparison of archival materials, press releases, and scholarly works.
